April 2010 – July 2011
This is a working document attempting to keep a record of funding cuts and awards in London from April 2010. It is meant to complement LVSC’s annual survey of the effect of the recession and subsequent economic climate on Londoners and the VCs organisations that support them. 

It is not intended to be a complete record and figures may be inaccurate as sources used to obtain information include telephone surveys with VCS organisations and local authorities, reports from local papers and requests for information in the LVSC Policy Update. We have tried to provide references, where possible.

We hope to provide regular updates throughout 2012 and 2013.

Corporate sector challenges related to immediate reductions in giving, diminished levels of in-kind support and the perception that corporate relationships took a long time to develop. There remained particular uncertainties about what the opportunities for public sector contracting will be.

National VCS organisations affected by the cuts

Immigration Advisory Service has gone into administration. The free service is one of the leading charities giving legal advice and representation to immigrants and asylum seekers in England and Scotland
.
London: the current context for Londoners

· The most deprived boroughs had the highest cuts in allocations from government

· London Councils have cut their grants programme from £26 million per annum in 2010-11 to a proposed £8 million in 2013-14 with 215 projects being ended on August 15th 2011

· The % of income lost as a result of tax and benefit changes is highest for the poorest fifth of the population and this loss is greatest in London

· The increases in taxes and cuts in benefits and tax credits announced by the coalition Government in their June Budget and Spending Review and due to take effect between now and 2014-15 hit lower income Londoners harder than those on higher incomes. For instance they amount to 5.7% of net income for the poorest fifth of Londoners, on average, compared to 1.7% for the richest fifth. Higher housing costs mean that low income Londoners are hit harder, on average by the cuts to benefits and tax credits than low income households across the UK as a whole
.

·  Single parents and families with two or more children in London who are starting work are likely to be worse off from the Government’s proposed overhaul of the benefits system to the ‘universal credit system This finding is true for both London and the rest of the country but (as with the current system) families in London will have less spending power than families elsewhere.
 

· Housing benefit cuts mean 82,000 households will be at risk of losing  their homes in the capital.
 Shelter and Crisis estimate 160,000 Londoners will be affected by housing benefit cuts, leading to more debt, more evictions, and more homelessness. The GLA
 estimates that 21,500 private renters and 5,400 social renters in London will face a shortfall between their rents and their benefits in London with the introduction of the welfare reform proposals.
· 13% of Londoners are in debt compared with the national average of 10% . There are more people in arrears with their debts in London than in any other region even though London does not have the highest level of JobSeekers’ Allowance claimants amongst its workforce. In London there has been a 75% increase in average debt levels amongst 17-24 year olds since 2008  from £3,500 to over £5,500
.
· 384,000 Londoners are unemployed
; in the year to September 2010, ILO youth unemployment in London was 23.9%, which is equivalent to 119,166 unemployed young people. The ILO rate of youth unemployment in the rest of the UK (excluding London) was 18.9%. In 2009 around a third of unemployed Londoners were aged under 25. Youth unemployment is higher in London than in the rest of the UK.
 

· In April 2011, the proportion of the resident population who were unemployed and claiming Job Seekers Allowance remained higher in London at 4.1% than the UK average of 3.7%
. Although the gap has reduced since the recession began, London remains the region with the lowest employment rates in England. In April 2011 whilst jobs growth in London picked up to its highest level since April 2008, the capital continued to register the slowest rise in workforce levels of all English regions
.
· On top of this, certain groups such as lone parents (whose employment rate is 11 percentage points lower in London than the rest of the UK), disabled people (5 percentage points lower), Black and Minority Ethnic people (1 percentage point lower), and 16-24 year olds (3 percentage points lower), fare worse in the London job market than they do elsewhere in the UK
.

· London has the highest rates of child, working-age and pensioner poverty of any English region. While the number of pensioners and children in poverty has fallen in the last decade, the number of working-age adults in poverty has risen
.

· 630,000 children in London live in poverty

· In London, over 600,000 adults have no qualifications
.

· Research by the New Policy Institute also demonstrates that poverty is not restricted to those who are not working. Over 300,000 more Londoners are living in poverty in working households than was the case a decade ago. This figure has increased by nearly 50% from 630,000 to 940,000 Londoners in the last ten years. The result is that over half of the capital's low-income population is now living in a household where at least one adult is working
.

· In January 2010 even the worst-off of the richest 10% of people in London had wealth 273 times greater than that held by the best-off of the poorest 10% of Londoners.
.

LVSC’s 2011 Big Squeeze survey reveals that “cuts to voluntary and community organisations are disproportionately higher than any national or local government cuts”, with health services and projects for children and young people have been hardest hit, and the greatest number of closures affecting the poorest areas.

_ 51% said that they closed services in 2010–11

_ 54% expect more services to close in 2011–12

_ 77% expect public sector funding of their organisation to decrease in

2011–12 with those giving a figure expecting a median 31–40% cut

_ 97% said the economic climate had a negative impact on their service-
users in 2010–11

_ 81% said that the demand for their services had increased in 2010–11

_ 86% expect demand for their services to increase in 2011–12

_ 57% were able to meet increased demand for their services in 2010–11

_ 77% were not confident they could meet increases in demand in 2011–12
London Living Wage 
May 2nd 2011 saw the announcement of a new London Living Wage of £8.30 per hour, an increase of more than 5%. This increase reflects the recent large increases in the cost of living measured by the Retail Price Index, as a result of food and fuel price inflation. It should ensure that the poorest Londoners’ do not suffer a drop in their standard of living.

London-wide statutory funding cuts to VCS 

Research by London Councils
 has shown that that London will lose around £74.3 million as a result of cuts to Area Based Grants (ABG). ABG’s are given to councils to help support deprived communities. The amount of ABG each local authority receives is reflective of their individual needs and circumstances. But in applying the cuts to the ABG, rather than overall allocation, it is the most deprived boroughs that suffer most. Areas that are already badly off are therefore more likely to feel the impact of reductions in these grants. Research by London Councils shows that deprived boroughs like Hackney and Islington received massive cuts of over £8 million while affluent boroughs like Sutton and Richmond were cut by £2 million or less.

In total, London Boroughs and the Greater London Authority (GLA) are set to lose at least £355 million in year as a result of this funding cut in Local Government - this is 30% of the national cut. The findings show that the combination of reductions in general Area Based Grants (ABG), funding for achieving Local Area Agreement (LAA) targets and through other funding streams like the Local Authority Business Growth Incentive grants (LABGI) and Housing Planning and Delivery grants, will mean that the capital’s local authorities are set to lose £169.3 million. The Greater London Authority (GLA) is set to lose £185.6 million

London-wide organisations affected by funding cuts

London Communities Policing Partnership: lost 100% MPA funding (£96,000); expected to close in July 2011
St Mungo’s (mainly London-based): cuts to local authority and Supporting People budgets mean about 10% of staff are on redeployment lists with an overall loss of about £4milliom in turnover
.

Social Enterprise London lost funding of £90,000 per year from the OCS Strategic Partners funding on 31st March 2011.

The Poppy Project, a widely-acclaimed specialist project developed over eight years to support women who are victims of sex trafficking run by Eaves, is now facing a huge funding shortfall after losing its contract to deliver this support, to a tender by the Salvation Army
. It seems likely that this is the result of the Salvation Army submitting a much less costly bid, as reports suggest that the new contract will result in 60% cut in funding for each person supported. However, the Ministry of Justice has claimed that the new Salvation Army contract will be sub-contracted to other organisations and will therefore be able to provide services over a wider geographical area.

LVSC: at the end of 2010/11 lost £77,000 Capacitybuilders funding, £120,000 London Councils funding and £20,000 Community Leadership Legacy Partnership funding (around 25% of its total budget for the year)

	The government’s planned 20% cut to Disability Living Allowance will see 32,000 Londoners lose this support. Similarly Access to Work funds adjustments that support many disabled people to be in employment and pay for themselves in increased tax revenue, are being cut. 
This report shows that disabled people in London experience significant pay inequality, with average net weekly pay in London almost £50 less than that of non-disabled people, and average gross hourly pay of £14.50 compared to £16.17 for non-disabled people. These are the result of compound discrimination in education, training and employment which will be worsened by the government’s proposals for education, equality legislation and public sector restructuring and spending cuts.

Our findings here indicate that statistics of inequality are likely to worsen over time for disabled people

	The impact of the economic downturn on BAME education services

	Small BAME organisations, or those which are less well established, have had to cease delivering services as they have not been able to absorb funding cuts of 25%. 

Requests for specific types of help such as legal representation, advisory services, counselling and advocacy have increased from 2009/2010 to 2010/2011, with BAME organisations voicing doubts that they may not be able to keep up with demand. Newly arrived communities have an urgent need to access education and language services, opportunities for which are reducing because of withdrawal of funding from ESOL.  In Central London, local authority cutbacks on advisory services are perceived as contributing to a rising number of requests for help with school admissions, exclusions and appeals which BAME organisations receive. Some supplementary schools which do not operate from mainstream school premises, or which need other accommodation because of increased rent or other reasons, have difficulty finding suitable space. 

Alternative space in community venues, that parents can afford, is a major problem for supplementary schools. Increased costs for training activities, such as the hire of venue, facilities and catering result in services being restricted to fewer events or even withdrawn all together.

	The cuts have been especially harmful for children and young people - this group have been particularly affected by the cuts agenda. Other national cuts are also affecting London. In particular, the impact of the changes in Housing Benefit disproportionally impact on London due to higher rental values; and the flat rate cap on benefits announced in the CSR will hit the poor in London the hardest due to higher housing costs than the rest of the country. TUC
and IFS
 research has also shown that the cuts will hit the poorest hardest.

	13% of Londoners were in arrears with their debts as compared to the national average of 10%. This suggests that both demand and need for debt advice in London are likely to be at a higher level than nationally. The estimated costs to the NHS due to the depression and anxiety caused by unsolved debt problems are up to £13,800 per person over two years. Using this figure estimates the cost savings, which effective and timely debt advice could generate in London to be approximately £222 per person. Recent Friends Provident Foundation research argues that the creditor sector would stand to gain £1 billion in additional recovered debt as well as saving on debt collection costs if it increased its investment in debt advice.

The transfer of community halls to community associations will increase the community capacity and assist towards the delivery of the borough’s priority “Stronger Borough”

The Grassroots Grants programme managed by East London Community Foundation offers small community groups in Barking & Dagenham, Havering, Redbridge and Haringey grants of between £250 and £5,000. It has been running for three years and has now been extended for a further six months from April – September 2011

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £7.7m or 2.6%.

Overall LA spending cut: £29m for 2011/12 and £53m cuts, or 30%, over the next three years including £9.64m to children’s services and £505,000 in grants to the VCS.

28.07.11 Barnet council has voted for a strategy plan recommending the libraries close in Friern Barnet, Hampstead Garden Suburb and North Finchley
.

CVS
Funding to CommUNITY Barnet to be reduced by 18%, or £17,500, over the next three years (excluding for volunteering) with no future awards for general support but instead based on focussed agreement.

VCS

Barnet has consulted on future budgets. Proposals for its VCS grants programme include: reducing the community advice budget (currently awarded to CAB and Barnet Law Service) by 29%, or £146,000 and reducing the arts budget (currently awarded to Community Focus) by 23%, both over the next three years. Further details are given below.

Proposals for commissioned VCS services are to reduce funding by £900,000, or 33%, by 2012/13. In 2011/12 the reduction would be £350,000 achieved by a 13% cut to each funded organisation as follows: Advocacy in Barnet, Age UK Barnet, Alzheimers Society, Asra Housing, Association, Barnet African & Caribbean Association, Barnet Asian Older People’s Association, Barnet Asian Women’s Association, Barnet Bereavement Service, Barnet Carers Centre, Barnet Citizens Advice Bureaux, Barnet College, Barnet Depression Alliance, Barnet Elderly Asians Group, Barnet Mencap, Barnet People’s Choice, Barnet Retired and Senior Volunteer Programme, Barnet Voice, British Red Cross, Chipping Barnet Day Centre, Colindale Community Club, Cultural and Recreational Organisations For Tamil Elders, Disability Action in the Borough of Barnet, Dimensions, Friend in Need, Good Neighbour Scheme for Mill Hill and Burnt Oak, High Barnet Good Neighbour Scheme, JAMI (Jewish Association for Mental Illness), Jewish Care, Middlesex Association for the Blind, Mind in Barnet, New Barnet Community Association, North London Eating Disorders Group, Richmond Fellowship, The Monday Club.

A final budget report, taking into account the consultation, has been submitted for consideration at the full council meeting on the 1st March but I have not been able to find the specific figures for the VCS.

Specific cuts to VCS organisations

30.3.11 - Church Farmhouse museum closed and the curator made redundant
.

25.01.11 – The Friend in Need Community Centre, which provides services for older people, disabled people and their carers, will lose £27,175.

13.12.10 - The Arts Depot Trust is to have its £194,000 local authority grant stopped in the new financial year and will receive no further funding.
 They have at least had cheering Arts Council news. They've got £300,000 this year, down 6% from this year, but enough to keep the organisation running.

Bexley

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £5.8m or 2.8%.

Overall LA spending cut: £30m over the next three years. 

VCS

Cabinet members are meeting individual VCS organisations ‘to discuss their current council grants and how they can be reduced.’ 44 meetings have taken place so far.

Specific cuts to VCS organisations

21.03.11 - Bexley Council for Equality and Diversity (BCED) attracted more than 80 people to a public meeting at the weekend where its director Lux Anandarajah outlined why he believes Bexley Council acted illegally in withdrawing 100% of its funding and replacing it with a voluntary forum. Bexley cabinet member for community affairs, Councillor Katie Perrior has set up a new forum of members of voluntary groups who represent a variety of minorities, and which she will chair. Mr Anandarajah alleged Bexley’s equality impact assessment was flawed and claimed the council did not understand that the new Single Equality Act did not reduce the importance of race, gender and disability equality, but elevated other potential discriminations to the same level of protection. Citing several legal cases, Mr Anandarajah said BCED was left with three options: to seek a judicial review, ask for an investigation by the Equality and Human Rights Commission, Audit Commission and Local Government Ombudsman, or do both.

Brent

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £18.7m or 5.9%.

Overall LA spending cut: £42m in 2011/12.

In Brent the impact of cuts on children and young people is particularly high. As part of the in-year reductions, the savings being made in Brent include four central posts in Connexions; a reduction of £400k in the budget for positive activities for young people; some reduction in the grant allocation to the specialist child and adolescent mental health service; and cutbacks in the school improvement service. In addition as a result of the cancellation of the Building Schools for the Future fund, for Brent this has resulted in a loss of £85million for rebuilding four schools – Alperton, Queens’ Park, Cardinal Hinsley and Copland.

Other statutory funding

NHS Brent is consulting on cuts with events lined up on the 16.09.10 and 30.09.10 for commissioners and VCS to engage.

CVS

06.09.10 - The CVS has had £66k of funding, for work that was completed 09/10 with targets met, held by the LA. The LA advise that they did not receive it from GOL and therefore do not have it to pass it on. The CVS has written asking for clarification of the position but has not yet received a response. The implication is that a volunteer centre manager cannot be employed. The position has been vacant since April and the vacancy affects core services, putting the Centre and the CVS at risk.92
Specific cuts to VCS organisations

27.06.11 Salusbury World refugee centre will shut unless it raises £50,000 by August. Set up in Salusbury Primary School in Salusbury Road, Queen’s Park, more than a decade ago, the centre offers support and guidance to refugee children and their families. However, its future is in doubt after funding cuts
.
16.06.11 Acol Children’s Centre in Acol Road, Kilburn, will close in September 2012, leaving around 15 toddlers in need of a nursery place elsewhere
.
06.04.11 Brent Private Tenants Rights Group have reported
 a cut of 12% or £4,531.22 from their LB Brent funding. 

21.03.11 - Sexual Health on Call has had funding cut by £80,000. This will mean the complete withdrawal of a school based advice and support service for young people in 9 schools, PRUs, and college of FE. The service provided schools based interventions on sexual health, drug use and mental health in Brent. A nurse and drugs worker have had to be made redundant, despite the overwhelming success of the project over 2 years.

01.03.11 - Brent Law Society, Brent Private Tenants Rights Group and Brent Citizens Advice Bureau have had their funding reinstated. Cllr Ann John said the decision had been taken in recognition that ‘because of the Government’s policies their services will be swamped’.
 

18.02.11 - Jamie Ritchie, a solicitor at Brent Community Law Centre, said Brent Council has reneged on its promise to maintain its £200,000 a year funding until September and to consult on any changes. The council has listed the Centre for ‘decommissioning’ in its budget report. The centre advises more than 100 people a week on debt, housing and employment problems and expects the need to increase as unemployment rises and benefit criteria are tightened. The Law Centre’s other main source of funding, Legal Aid which is paid on a per case basis, is expected to be cut by central government later in the year.
 

Bromley

Borough

Cut to LA settlement 2011/12 - £5.7m or 2.5%.

Overall LA spending cut: £40m over the next four years. Twenty of twenty-three children’s centres will be closed, saving £3m. £6.8m cuts to CYP as a whole.

14.02.11 – The LA has committed to using monies from the reduction in the London Boroughs Grants levy paid by Bromley locally to provide support to the Voluntary Sector in recognition of the important work they do. A sum of £275,000 will be set aside to provide support to the voluntary sector within Bromley to reduce the impact in the overall reduction in funding from the London Borough Grants Committee.

CVS

03.09.10 - The LA has asked lead officers to look at 25% cuts and to prioritise where these are to be found.

VCS

14.02.11 - The LA had proposed axing the Volunteers in Child Protection (ViCP) scheme’s £38,000 annual funding. The initiative has, in the past, been endorsed by children's minister Tim Loughton as an example of Big Society in action within social work. Bromley's programme, run by the charity Community Service Volunteers (CSV), matches volunteers with families and children on protection plans to give practical advice and support. Families in Bromley protested against the move. "Families that have had a volunteer have written to Bromley council to try to get them to reconsider the decision," a CSV spokesperson told Community Care. As a result, the cabinet decided that funding to keep the service running at the same level would be identified.

25.01.11 - Providence Row Charity has had a £100,000 , or 40%, cut in its Local Authority grant. That is 15% of its overall funding. It has cut back office staff, affecting the robustness of the organisation and putting strain on management time available to support front-line staff. Frontline staff have also been cut by 10% and the trainee programme has ceased. The impact on clients will be inconsistency in service as sickness and other absence becomes more difficult to cover. In the long term, the lack of money and time for staff training will impact on the quality of service as well.

13.01.11 – reduced funding to Park Friends.

Camden

Borough

Cut to LA settlement 2011/12 - £21.7m or 6.5%.

18.01.11 – Overall LA spending cut: £35m in 2011/12 and £100m by 2014.


24.02.11 – The LA is to reduce its funding for children’s centres by £3.2m. The early years services, which include 17 children’s centres in Camden, will receive 70% less funding. Camden Council will also no longer run play services such as after school, breakfast and holiday clubs. There are plans to commission some services from the voluntary sector – but these will provide for vulnerable children and those with disabilities.

CVS

09.03.11 - Voluntary Action Camden has had to end or reduce multiple projects.  Local Authority funding decisions have been delayed until December 2011.  Rate relief may be withdrawn.  PCT funding is unconfirmed. Four staff currently face redundancy. The overall budget is down by 25-30%.

29.09.10 – The LA plans to roll out its trialled Outcome Based Commissioning (OBC) policy more widely. VAC had and still does have a key part in developing and delivering the model, including training to the sector and commissioners. OBC goes some way to enable voluntary and community groups to demonstrate the added social, economic and community 'glue' dimension of service delivery. VAC has been lobbying for this approach to be mainstreamed. However, there is some tension between the new procurement strategy, which is in danger of becoming 'widget based', and OBC. There is a lot of political and senior office support for OBC and VAC is working through many avenues to keep OBC centre stage.

VCS

May 2011 Camden Council is to cut its voluntary and community sector budget from £9m to £6.5m as it attempts to deal with an overall funding gap of almost £100m. As part of the Council’s ‘VCS investment and support programme for 2012-15′ it has launched a new £1m equalities and cohesion fund, targeted at reducing inequalities faced by vulnerable groups. A community centres fund will provide £1.25m a year for three years via grants of £100,000 per organisation per year to fund centres providing activities to the communities they serve

15.02.11 - £2.5m or 28% cut in dedicated funding for the VCS. The budget will be £6.5m in total and is believed to be the largest dedicated LA budget for the VCS in London even following the cut. The borough has undertaken a detailed review, with input from a consultation with the sector, of its investment and support for the VCS. Significant changes will be made in line with government policy. The existing commissioned programme has been extended until December 2011 given the spending cuts and proposed changes in working relationships. A higher degree of collaborative working with the VCS is envisaged.

Camden Council has produced a report seeking approval for a new approach to supporting and investing in Camden’s voluntary and community sector. Following consultation with the sector, an investment programme has been developed for implementation from 1st January 2012. The investment programme has a proposed budget of £6.5million per year (although this is £2.5million less than in previous years) and will be made up of the following elements: 

· an outcomes-based fund; 

· an innovation and development fund; 

· a community centres fund; 

· a co-ordinated organisational and market development offer to the VCS; 

· volunteering and civic action development; 

· a rent policy that supports and recognises the wider social value and benefit of VCS tenants and supports them; and 

· an over-arching strategy for developing the relationship between the council, the local VCS and other public/private sector parties in Camden.

Specific cuts to VCS organisations

30.3.11 – LB Camden has decided it will no longer fund disabled children from Camden to go to the Hayward Adventure Playground in Islington

18.01.11 – Hill-Wood, Great Croft, Henderson Court and Millman Street Resource Centres for older people will all close unless they can find an alternative to the LA funding which has been cut. The Millman Street centre is run by the Holborn Community Association, while Age Concern runs the other three. Age Concern is also having council funding pulled from a project that befriends lonely pensioners and a scheme that enables mainly housebound OAPs to do their shopping online.

City of London

Borough

Cut to LA settlement 2011/12 - £7.5m or 6.5%.

VCS

27.01.11 – Funding for the CAB has been stopped.

Croydon

Borough

Cut to LA settlement 2011/12 - £16.5 or 5%.

Overall LA spending cut: £22.7m for 2011/12.

Croydon Council is to make £2.1 million of cuts from its children, young people and learners (CYPL) budget. Although details of how the savings will be made have not yet all been revealed, the council has confirmed £162,000 will come out of its children's fund. 

The £2.1 million CYPL cuts form part of the £5 million of savings the council has to make following central government's decision to cut back its £34.5 million ABG for this financial year. 

The Shadow Children’s and Education Secretary’s staff, calculated that with the £311 million being cut from the Department of Education ABG; for Croydon this could mean £223,000 being cut from youth services, £210,000 lost on support for disadvantaged children, £180,000 going from school improvements and £65,000 cut from teenage pregnancy projects.

Government cuts have also hit young people after the plug was pulled on schemes to revitalize playgrounds across the borough. Croydon had initially earmarked more than £440,000 in funding. The council says it is no longer in a position to proceed with developing nine play spaces. Only schemes where construction has already started are to be allowed.

VCS

21.07.11 - Dad's Time was created to encourage fathers to spend quality time with their children. It is now facing closure after six years following savage cuts in charitable funding

28.03.11 - The Croydon Youth Theatre Organisation, which has been going for half a century, is set to lose staff and funding through council cuts and so will not be able to put on any performances.

23.01.11 - If the council shuts down youth clubs run at the Timebridge Centre key community facilities in Fieldway will be lost within three years, campaigners have warned. "The youth of today are territorial – Timebridge is their centre and they won't go anywhere else." They say the loss of youth groups will be "devastating" for the community and could lead to more children on the streets and a possible increase in antisocial behaviour. Timebridge “cannot survive much more than two years without that funding.” The closure of the centre would also mean the loss of facilities for pre-school education, a boxing club, the Sea Cadets and advice services.

21.03.11 - The CAB is the latest victim of cuts in the council's grants budget which mean the £488,000 it received in 2010/11 has been cut by £195,000, or 40%, for 2011/12. The services offered have had to change as a result. Since the beginning of the month residents have no longer been able to drop in to the CAB's offices in New Addington and Thornton Heath for face-to-face meetings with advisers. Jessica Sumner, chief executive of Croydon CAB, said problems would now be dealt with by volunteers, over the phone, or residents would be pointed in the direction of other organisations that could offer help. But she stressed those people assessed to have serious problems would continue to be offered the chance of face-to-face meetings. Ms Sumner said the reduction in funding had forced the CAB to make seven professional advisers redundant, while the number of clients has increased by 12% over the past year. The CAB is, however, planning to train new volunteers and if this could be combined with extra resources, Ms Sumner is hopeful normal service could resume at some point.

08.03.11 – Dedicated voluntary sector expenditure in the LA budget for 2011/12 has decreased by £674,000 or 27% to £1.8m.

09.02.11 - After 130 years, members of Croydon Art Society fear they could soon be without a venue for their annual exhibitions. The council's cabinet has agreed to the closure of the Clocktower gallery as part of its £1.5m cuts package. That would mean that next month will be the last time the society can stage its exhibition at the gallery.

31.12.10 - Croydon Connexions, a service outsourced to the charity CfBT Education Trust, is to lose funding and may close. More than half of the 40 staff in the careers department could lose their jobs.

16.12.10 – The LA is considering asking volunteers to run six libraries which are to be closed. The libraries are currently resourced by £700,000 and 26 staff. Some VCS groups have expressed their interest to the council.

11.10.10 – The altered Stronger Communities Fund 2010-14, which provides grants to the VCS, will constitute a cut of £1.1m of funding to the sector beginning on the 1 January 2011 and 39 VCS groups will lose their grant funding. The annual fund will be £672,500. £72,000 in 2011-12 tapering to £11,000 in year 2014-15 will be allocated towards the cost of services to mitigate negative impacts for organisations whose funding agreements end on 31 December 2010. A transitional fund of up to £350,000 will be available from 1 January 2011 to 30 September 2014. There will be a small annual grants scheme of £100,000 pa, available from January 2011, which will be prioritised to groups not previously funded in order to encourage new and innovative groups.
 
 
 
 

11.10.10 – After the initial decision on funding, following protest and campaigning, and in the light of Equality Impact Assessments, some groups had funding re-instated: Croydon Accessibility Transport will be funded at £50,000 pa for three years; the Bangladeshi Welfare Association will be funded at £15,000 pa for three years; and the Rape Crisis Centre will also have funding reinstated.
 
 
 

09.10.10 - Together in Waddon may close after LA cuts £60,000 of funding.
 Peter Allen, Director of Together in Waddon which supports 250 local youngsters each year has been informed his group's grant from the children's fund, worth £29,380 a year, will stop in three months. He has also been told to expect to lose a further £10,000 a year, funded by the council's children's department, which is used to run an after-school club.

22.07.10 - Croydon Resource Centre has lost £28,000.

09.11.10 - Woodside Bereavement Service will lose LA funding from April 2011. Central Government money is not guaranteed and if lost they will be unable to continue the Children’s Schools Work.
 

Ealing

Borough

Cut to LA settlement 2011/12 - £15.5m or 4.9%.

22.02.11 – A transition programme to help VCS groups manage funding cuts is being put together. A budget of £40,000 will be managed by Ealing Community Network. It will be used to provide a range of support for the sector, including training, support for mergers/sharing of services and specialist advice.

20.4.11 In Ealing, following much work by Ealing Community Network, it has been agreed to guarantee £527,000 returned London Councils funding for local voluntary and community sector support in 2011 – 12 and an additional £200,000 in 2012-13.
The work of Ealing Community Network has resulted in Ealing Council and Primary Care Trust significantly reducing the overall level of cuts initially suggested to the voluntary and community sector in the borough. In addition they have agreed to include changes such as:

maintaining the Community Network as a voice for the local sector;

protecting small groups from cuts for two years; and

rolling over all existing grants until October 2011 before any cuts impact.

Council papers show that Ealing Council and Ealing Primary Care Trust's combined health and social care grants budgets, which total almost £2.6m a year, would have been reduced to £2.1m in 2011/12 and £1.67m in 2012/13.

However after discussions with Ealing Community Network – which represents 450 voluntary and community sector groups – the combined budgets will be reduced to just under £2.3m in 2011/12 and just over £2m in 2012/13
.

CVS

03.09.10 - CANBE ran a volunteering project which helped residents to do more than 160,000 hours of volunteering.  Because this over-achieved its targets, reward funding from the Local Area Agreement was due. This funding has definitely been cut by 50%, a loss of £29,0000, and may be cut further, which means support given to help people volunteer has had to be reduced.

Two young unemployed people were employed through the Future Jobs Fund, both of whom went on to get permanent jobs.  Plans to recruit more people were stopped because the Future Jobs Fund was abolished. It was worth £6600 to CANBE.

The “efficiency savings” which the government announced in June led to voluntary groups in Ealing which deliver services for children and young people losing more than £115,000. This meant that many of them will end the services that they are providing in December 2010, or reduce the level of service that they are providing.

The common theme in these cuts is that they affect frontline services provided by voluntary groups to people who are marginalized or excluded, and that they undermine the government’s attempts to get the voluntary sector to deliver innovative services and help get people into work. Of course, this is just the beginning, and the cuts which are going to happen from 1st  April 2011 will mean that voluntary groups have to cut back their services dramatically, and many of our members will have to stop the work that they are doing entirely.
 
 

18.02.11 - VCS spending will be cut from £3.5m by: 11% in 2011/12; 21% in 12/13; 30% in 13/14. In terms of the impact of cuts:

1. 30% cut over 3 years for health and social care groups working with people with disabilities, people with learning difficulties, people with mental health issues and vulnerable older people

2. 10% cut to carers groups who previously got ABG

3. Key VCS projects working with at risk young people all likely to go due to cuts in children’s fund ABG

4. The decision by the Home Office this week to take community safety ABG away from London boroughs and give it all to the London Mayor will mean 100% cuts in local community safety VCS projects, projects with young offenders and local mediation service

5. 20% cut over 2 years to local volunteer centre and CVS

In Ealing this is partly mitigated by over £500,000 in one year’s returned London Councils funding for the local VCS. In addition, in Ealing there is a modest increase in funding for local advice services, protection for local domestic violence projects, a new fund for area and neighbourhood work and a £40,000 transition support programme to assist local VCS groups to develop alternative models to mitigate cuts, e.g. by offering new services to care users holding personalised budgets. 

May 2011: London Borough of Ealing Council has reduced proposed budget cuts to the voluntary and community sector of 30% and 35% in the next two years to 11% and 21% respectively. This will rise to 30% for 2013/14 but subject to a further review in summer 2012 in light of local and national circumstances. Civil society groups have also been successful in persuading the local primary care trust to substantially recast their original proposals for cutting local sector funding. The Council has also agreed to ring-fence £527,000 of returned London Councils grant funding for use by the local voluntary sector this financial year, meaning there will actually be an increase in local sector funding in 2011/12 of around 8%.

Specific cuts to VCS organisations

27.07.10 - West London YMCA will lose £12,243. Whilst this cut looks very small in terms of the total income for the organisation, it is 17% of the income for one particular project, a front line service for children and young people which provides positive activities and diversion from anti-social behaviour and crime. Many of the children and young people live in areas of deprivation or temporary housing or have other needs. The impact will be a reduction in the service so that there will be fewer sessions from September 2010 onwards.

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £8m or 2.8%.

03.03.11 - Overall LA spending cut: £34.5m.

05.07.10 – The LA is to set up a £1.9m fund for a three-year development programme with the voluntary sector.

Enfield Council is set for £6.8m of cuts which includes cuts to a range of grants including a £2.7m cut to the ABG. Frontline services such as education will also be hit. 

Finance cabinet member Andrew Stafford said “£6.8m of budget cuts will have to be made to funds for measures to tackle unemployment, education support, children’s services, vulnerable adults and community safety”

The areas affected include a cut to children’s services projects of £2.181m. The table below summarises the in year saving proposals by service area for Enfield.

Enfield Council is also extremely concerned and disappointed that the Building Schools for the Future programme has come to an end. 

Council Leader, Doug Taylor, said: “BSF would have brought £101m of investment to the borough of Enfield, not only creating superb, inspiring schools, but also contributing to the local economy providing work for contractors”. 

Edmonton MP Andy Love has highlighted the devastating cuts to housing benefit, and the effect they will have on households in Enfield. It is estimated that 9,090 LHA recipients will suffer from losses of up to £65 a week, or £3,380 a year. At least 370 of these recipients in the boroughs are pensioners.

There is also concern that private firms could lose £40million of trade as Enfield Council stops spending in the local economy as a result of the cuts. That is the stark warning from council leader Doug Taylor; he has cautioned workers to brace themselves for the potentially devastating impact that cuts in the council’s expenditure will have on the borough’s private sector – much of which relies on council contract work. Many thousands of electricians, printers, heating engineers, care home workers, plumbers, flooring companies and cab drivers rely on council contracts, with the trade between the authority and the private sector estimated as being at least £40million.

09.10 – The LA is using its reserves to set up a fund to develop the VCS over 3 years. Performance Reward Grants have been protected in Enfield until the end of the year.

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £22.9m or 7.7%.

03.03.11 – Overall LA spending cut: £48.6m over two years, including £2m from grants to the voluntary sector.

18.02.11 – VCS spending will be cut by 29% by 2012/13.

May 2011 28.9% cut to VCS over two years whole cut taken in first year

01.03.11 - Youthreach has had its funding, of £118,000, from Greenwich Council cut by 100%; this will result in the closure of the organisation by July at the latest. Whilst the cut does not represent the entire cost of the organisation, the loss of core costs has seriously jeopardised the ability to lever in funds from elsewhere. All staff have been issued consultation letters which will be followed by redundancy letters by the end of March. Youthreach has been providing a counselling service for young people aged 11-25 for 24 years. 35-45 referrals per month are received with the capacity to offer a service to one third of these young people; such is the demand for counselling. The service addresses issues that affect mental health and well-being and personal and social development, working with young people who are vulnerable, often isolated, at risk from harm/abuse and potentially alienated from their family and peer groups and who often feel excluded from mainstream service provision. The substance use counselling service operates to capacity.

15.02.11 - Blackheath Halls, owned by registered charity Trinity Laban, is used by groups including Eltham College Choral Society and is has lost its entire £71,000 annual grant from the council. General manager Keith Murray said “We provide not only a wide ranging programme of performances, but also regular community-based events for all ages.” An entire cut to the halls’ funding would have a two-pronged effect on the halls’ programming, said its manager of five years. Its program of entertainments will be hampered along with its community work including open workshops, tea dances and work with schools.
 

08.02.11 – Lewisham, Greenwich and Southwark Samaritans has lost £6000 of funding from Greenwich LA. The figure represents about 20% of funding for the branch.

20.12.10 – LA suggests that volunteers run mother and toddler drop in groups.

20.12.10 - Council suggests that libraries could be run by a trust.

13.07.10 - LA proposes cutting voluntary sector budget by 50% or more.

Hackney
Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £32.6m or 8.8%.

03.03.11 – Overall LA spending cut: £44m for 2011/12.

22.10.10 – The Team Hackney (LSP) Community Grants programme  has been reduced by approx. 33%, or £207,234. 22, to £542,765.78.

02.10.10 - The central government-funded East End & City Grassroots Grant of £1-5000 for small projects runs out this financial year, representing a loss to the sector of £71,000. A spokesperson for HCVS said its extension is uncertain.

CVS

03.09.10 - HCVS has outlined its concerns over the cut to the Team Hackney Community Grants programme, some of which are summarised below:

· The proposed reduction of £250k in the Team Hackney Community Grants programme represents a 33% reduction in grants available to the voluntary and community sector (VCS) to provide projects which deliver bottom-up solutions to tackle LAA priorities and Community Strategy objectives.  

· The current programme was agreed by PIE early in the year and was launched to the sector by HCVS and Team Hackney on Wednesday, 7 April 2010 to much interest from local community & voluntary sector organisations.

· Grants are an important feature of the local funding profile in Hackney and the Team Hackney Partnership has made a firm commitment to this in the Hackney COMPACT.

· It is not possible to determine the actual impact on Hackney’s residents because of the nature of grant programmes in inviting projects to come forward to be funded. However we know that last year’s Team Hackney Community Grants programme contributed to community cohesion and the social economy by reaching over 17,000 local people, providing 140 local jobs for those working in the grant funded projects and supported over 700 volunteers.  Although a crude calculation a 33% reduction in grant could mean the loss of 46 jobs, 5600 less beneficiaries and 230 less volunteers.

11.03.11 – The removal of legal aid for benefit, debt and housing advice will affect the Hackney CAB, which has a success rate of 90% of decisions overturned. Without funding, the many local volunteers involved in this work will not be able to continue.
 

02.10.10 - Hackney-based Vietnamese community charity An Viet, which received £36,000 and £41,000 from Team Hackney’s grant in 2008 and 2009 respectively, received nothing in 2010. Based on An Viet’s latest financial accounts, the grant represented around a fifth of its total resources. The money was used to fund recreational activities for the elderly.
 

28.05.10 - Arcola Theatre Production Company are to lose £146,000 from the Department for International Development.
 

Hammersmith & Fulham
Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £14.8m or 6.6%.

VCS

08.02.11 - Hammersmith and Fulham Council has confirmed it will sell seven buildings that are being used by charities and community groups, including Palingswick House, which houses 21 third sector organisations. Palingswick House is one of two locations that "may become available" for the West London Free School, which is being set up by the author and journalist, Toby Young. A spokesman for the Hammersmith and Fulham Refugee Forum, which represents 10 refugee support groups based in Palingswick House, said the council had told him all of the charities in the building would be evicted by August. "This is an absolute disaster for us," he said. "The council has said it will provide us with an alternative place, but of the three places it has proposed, only one is anywhere near completion. One hasn’t even got planning permission yet. There won’t be enough space. We’ve also been told that we will have to pay full market rents for the new places. Many charities can’t afford this." The spokesman said one of the organisation’s members, the Iranian Association, might lose its contract with the Home Office to provide citizenship tests because of the eviction. Other groups would close down or significantly reduce the scale of their work, he said.

24.02.11 – There will be a £500,000 reduction in voluntary sector grants. In 2010/11 H&F was the fourth highest spender on the voluntary sector per head of population in London.

24.02.11 - Volunteers are set to take over Baron's Court Library. There will be reduced access to the borough archives, saving £70,000, although the council hopes to work with volunteers to maintain the service.

13.04.11 - The Fulham Cross Youth Project in Lillie Road closed and joins Townmead and Avonmore Youth Clubs in being axed
.


11.02.11 – The LA has cut £1.7m from Sure Start Funding. A public consultation on proposals to save money by splitting the 16 Sure Start centres in the borough into six 'hubs' and 10 'spokes' ended on the 1 March 2011. 5 of the centres are run by VCS organisations.
 

22.08.10 – Nick Clegg launched a social mobility campaign at a centre for deprived children that is to shut because of funding cuts. Mr Clegg had hailed the Shepherds Bush Families Project and Children's Centre, which is used by 150 families, as an ideal example of a service that improves opportunities for children from poor backgrounds. But the Tory Hammersmith and Fulham council says it must sell the centre's building because of the Coalition Government's spending squeeze. Facilities on offer at the premises, which is in a deprived area, include, Sure Start provision, an advice bureau for families with housing problems and an after-school and holiday play scheme, all provided free. The council has also axed its £50,000-a-year grant to the charity which runs the services.

Haringey

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £24.3m or 7.9%.

19.07.11 The council is proposing to close day centres for the elderly. Three groups would be axed by April 2012, while services at Grange in White Hart Lane and Haynes in Park Road would be merged at one of the sites. 

15.03.11 – Overall LA spending cut: £41m for 2011/12, including a cut of 75% to youth services.

25.02.11 – Haringey has engaged in a consultation on its draft voluntary sector strategy. That closed on the 7th Feb 2011 and the final strategy will be published here.

CVS

28.03.11 – In 2011/12, HAVCO, due to loss of funding, will discontinue the following services:

· VCS Infrastructure Development – capacity building support and an extensive training programme

· Community Engagement Coordination – meaning the end of the Community Link Forum in which 18 elected community representatives worked as a part of Haringey’s decision-making structure.

· Compact – delivery of Haringey’s Compact Implementation Group’s work programme

30.11.10 - HAVCO has galvanised the VCS to develop a VCS Position Paper in response to the cuts. Discussions between the VCS providers and the LA adult services department leads have been set up to influence the direction of the cuts. The LA will introduce a VCS Strategy in the New Year. HAVCO is urging council officers to ensure that the Strategy is Compact compliant.

HAVCO has developed a Third Sector Action Plan that has been agreed and signed off by the LSP. Key priorities from the action plan will also be part of Voluntary strategy in Haringey. The Strategic Executive Group of LSP agreed to award a 10% top slice of the PRG Performance Reward grant. However, the outlook for Haringey is not very good as the LA is facing 40% cuts in 2011/12, i.e. £50 million across the council. HAVCO is arguing for less deep cuts for the VCS and the LA CEO is giving a presentation to its Board of Trustees on 9th Dec. HAVCO is maintaining its relationship with council very well and in future the key question is how the local partnership will evolve.

VCS

28.07.11 Wood Green Victim Support Centre is forced to scale back its local services. A16 per cent reduction in funding to the Victim Support charity forced staff at its office in Commerce Road to move to central London on June 13, as part of a merger with services in Enfield, Camden, and Islington

12.05.11 Haringey Council is to withdraw funding for four of the borough's children's centres and cut staff and services at the remaining 18
.

07.04.11 - After an intense local campaign to save the Selby Centre in north London, Haringey Council has reinstated the Selby Trust “circular grant” after completion of a thorough audit. The Selby Trust, a social enterprise and charity, runs the Selby Centre. The council had threatened to remove its £163,000 annual grant, which the Selby Trust depends on to pay its rent, because of public spending cuts. The grant will cover the current financial year to 2013 but like many other voluntary and community groups the Selby Trust will have to make further expenditure savings to achieve financial balance and to secure its future. The Selby Centre, which provides facilities for more than 100 social enterprises as well community development services was described by equalities minister Lynne Featherstone (Lib Dem) as “an amazing model” of Big Society in action after a recent visit. Sona Mahtani, chief executive of the Selby Trust, said: “We welcome the decision made by the council to continue supporting the Selby Centre but we will continue to seek a longer lease and explore the options of how to achieve progress in the partnership with the Council. Much can and remains to be done to transform Haringey from its current position as one of London’s poorest boroughs.”

25.01.11 - Exposure Magazine, based at Muswell Hill Youth Centre, was named the best media venture for young people in the country two years in a row by the Media Trust. The organisation has been heavily praised for its work giving a platform for young people — many of whom are in care, youth offenders, have learning difficulties or come from disadvantaged backgrounds — to express themselves. Its success has led it to be nominated for a prestigious Spirit of London Award held on November 27. 

But Haringey Youth Service has given notice that it can no longer help to fund the charity – meaning a cut of £75,000. This consists of core funding of the management post, another part-time post and a grant of £16,500. One member of staff will be made redundant. Others may be without a job going forward. Should alternative funding/income not be secured for the management post, the charity's future is itself threatened.
 
 

05.06.10 - Innovative Vision Organisation is threatened with insolvency after losing £52,000. Suppliers are threatening to bankrupt individual Trustees and former paid Directors.

Harrow

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £3.7m or 1.9%.

21.07.11 Council announces £2.1 million cut to the budget for adult social care

08.04.11 - Harrow Council has cut its voluntary sector budget for 2011/12 by 15%, or £118,000 to £669,360 and reduced the number of organisations receiving grants from 91 to 31. The council said it received a record 131 applications for funding for this period, totalling almost £2.3m. The authority said it has set aside a further £40,481 for any organisations that successfully appeal against its decision or for distribution to organisations on its reserve list. The council said £62,649 of the budget would be used to extend existing grant payments for 2010/11 for an extra month.

28.4.11 Five charities in the London Borough of Harrow have forced the council to review its decision to cut their funding by using a 'call-in' system that allows residents to challenge policies. The system, which applies to councils that use an executive decision-making process, means they must reconsider a decision if it is challenged by more than 150 people. Charities including Harrow & Wealdstone Shopmobility and the Harrow Association of Disabled People have collected petitions from service users and other local residents calling on the council to review its decision to cut their grants. A spokeswoman for Harrow Council said its cabinet would have to review its decision to cut the charities' funding, but added it would be free to reaffirm its original decision. Representatives of the charities will outline the effects of the funding cuts and explain why they feel the authority should change its mind at a council meeting on 4 May
.

6.4.11 The charities across the borough likely to get a share of £545,000 being dished out next year by Harrow Council have been revealed. 

Funding for 31 projects has been proposed for a string of organisations, including Mind in Harrow and Harrow Mencap, but the total pot has been cut by 15 per cent on last year. Among those to lose out are Harrow and Wealdstone Shop Mobility, which applied for support to continue its service, Ignite Trust, which works with vulnerable children, Flash Musicals and Aspire, along with numerous other groups
. 

20.07.10 – The PCT will cut £300,000 from its grants to the VCS – nearly a third of the total. Volunteer groups were told at the end of May 2010 that all their grants have been terminated and a three month review would take place to determine which should be reinstated.
 

CVS

Harrow Council have produced a Third Sector Strategy
 (March 2010) with HAVS (Harrow Association of Voluntary Services) - HAVS produced a report of recession workshops
 in January 2010.

2.3.11 Trustees gave notification that HAVS, the umbrella organisation for Harrow 's voluntary bodies, was to cease operations on 31st March. They will now work in partnership with Harrow Council on an exit strategy for the organisation, and use the resources available to begin talks with voluntary and community groups about future joint working.

The Council and the new board of trustees, elected four months ago, have worked hard in recent months to reform the organisation after the events of last year. A Way Forward Group was set up to improve governance, policies and procedures after there had been a Council-appointed investigation on the management of funds by PwC and the Charities Commission. 

A lot of progress has been made but the Council has decided it could not fully reinstate funding at this stage and the Trustees opted to wind down the charity.

Last week, representatives of more than 30 groups involved with Harrow 's voluntary sector met with HAVS at a strategic planning away day. The results of the discussion will be used to plan for a new infrastructure of support services for voluntary and community groups in Harrow.

Options include collaboration with large voluntary sector organisations, partnerships with umbrella bodies (Council of Voluntary Services or CVSs) in neighbouring boroughs, or a new cooperative organisation in which the members become shareholders.

VCS

08.04.11 - Harrow & Wealdstone Shopmobility, which provides disabled people with manual wheelchairs and mechanical scooters, has lost its grant of £15,330 from the local authority - a significant proportion of the charity's funding. Helen Dashwood, manager of the charity, said it would be appealing against the decision. "That pays my salary and everyone else is a volunteer," she said.

24.02.11 – Jewish Action and Training for Sexual Health has suffered a complete cut, £25,500, in statutory funding from the local Council which affects its capability to provide much needed bespoke sex and relationships education to its community.

02.11.10 - Norwood, based in The Broadway, has supported adults and children with learning disabilities for 215 years and gets around 75 per cent of its money from local councils. But the coalition Government's public spending cuts have left councils with less money to give out and the charity is now being forced to reduce its own spending by £3m. A consultation on how to reduce its £32m budget, which includes £20m from councils, is focusing on services for adults.

Havering

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £3.2m or 1.7%.

18.07.11 Havering Council agrees a further £16m in cuts
 on top of the £20m agreed last year. The administration said the cuts would come about through increased efficiency, less bureaucracy and thinking differently. 
14.07.11 £10m cut to services for the elderly and vulnerable

CVS

09.10 - Havering CVS is not so reliant as others on statutory funding and core funding, and funding for safeguarding children work, from the LA is protected so it is doing ok. The LA has tended to keep pots of government money by doing projects in-house, e.g. a lot of community teams from the LA and PCT. Those will face cuts. Some CVS members have lost funding. The CVS is having to prioritise fundraising from non-statutory sources and has had to cut other services to do so.

Hillingdon

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £7.1m or 3.1%.

15.12.10 - £1.6m VCS grant budget to be cut by £200,000. The council has suggested that the borough’s three women’s groups combine. Leader of the council, Ray Puddifoot, said; "The Asian group has been running for 24 years; it will be better for the community as a whole if they do not isolate themselves and work together.”

CVS

May 2011 - £38,000 cut; LAA reward grant cut by 50% (£169,000) PCT 100% cut of £20,000 and cuts from loss of Capacitybuilders funding

Repatriated London Councils funding will not be spent on voluntary and community sector.

22.02.11 - Hillingdon Association of Voluntary Services is to have its funding cut by £93,000. Broken down the cuts are: 15% from core funding, 100% of Health & Social Care funding, 50% from Participation fund and 100% from Capacity Builders.

The LA is reviewing the Compact and will announce its decisions by the end of the calendar year. Impact assessments, etc., are to be carried out so things are being done in the right way although cuts are expected. The big problem for the CVS is the 50% LAA cut to funds which were to be used to keep the centre going over the next 2-3 years.

VCS

15.12.10 - The Somali Women's Group will lose its £19,000 yearly funding. The Hillingdon Asian Women's Group will lose £7,900. Hillingdon Women's Centre, in Long Lane, will get an increase, from £19,000 to £25,000, to help it work with its ethnic minority colleagues, but elsewhere the picture is bleak.
 

Hounslow

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £10.3m or 4.7%.

CVS

CVS Houslow, which has been supporting the voluntary and community sector in the borough for the last 18 years, closed at the end of March 2011. After losing a considerable amount of funding last year, their bid to Hounslow Council to continue to provide capacity building support for the sector was rejected in favour of a bid from GLE consulting. GLE Group is wholly owned by the 33 London boroughs, although it is commercially and constitutionally independent.
VCS

20.01.11 – The LA has asked voluntary groups to take over four community centres: Feltham Assembly Hall, Heston Village Hall, Isleworth Public Hall and Montague Hall. They may all close if the VCS does not step in. Offers are expected to protect existing use and to receive support from the LA. However, the LA also expects resourcing for the halls to drop by £288,000 per year.

18.01.11 - Hounslow Council is planning to scrap all council-funded elements of Hounslow Youth Service, saving an estimated £860,000. That would mean the closure of two youth centres - Southville, in Bedfont, and Focus, in Hounslow, plus the abolition of the borough's only youth counselling service and the loss of the youth council. It would also spell the end for a number of holiday activities, including the Alluminae dance group, which works with more than 200 youngsters a week. The youth service helps more than 5,000 people a year. Lorna Hardy, made an MBE in the New Years Honours for her voluntary work and leader of the charity Hounslow Phab, claims axing 'vital' support workers in the youth sector would 'cripple' voluntary services across the borough. She believes groups like hers would be lost without the expert advice and backing on everything from legal issues to health and safety from a handful of council staff. Father Ken Buckler, of the Church of the Good Shepherd, on the Beavers estate in Hounslow West, fears the proposed cuts will 'demoralise' young people and have 'a negative impact for many years'. "When I first moved to the area there were number of problems with disaffected young people," he said. "This has all changed, in my opinion, largely due to the outstanding work by the current youth worker. I fear we may return to the previous position with young people if the youth worker is removed."

Islington

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £26.8m or 8.8%.

The budget we have agreed for 21011/12 includes:

· a new Citizens Advice Bureau for residents to open April, to meet rising demand for help with benefits and debt advice 

· no closure of any children's centres, libraries or the council's Ecology Centre 

· a new £55,000 grant to run services at Sotheby Mews Day Centre 

· continuation of free school meals for all schoolchildren 

· no cuts to lollipop ladies and lollipop men 

· a £1 million Voluntary Sector Rescue Fund to help charities in Islington deal with the effects of the cuts

CVS

14.02.11 - Voluntary Action Islington will lose £798,406 in funding overall. This is through cuts to individual programmes as follows: 

· Cut of 25% of core funding from the Local Authority with effect from 1st Apirl 2011 - £31,186

· Cut to support for volunteering infrastructure - £10,404

· Support for Community Network and partnership working through the local Compact - £200,000

· Funding to strengthen BME, Refugee and Faith community organisations and support joint initiatives - £100,961

· Provision of training to small community organisations and supporting organisations to achieve recognised quality assurance marks - £90,000

· Support for community organisations, including mentoring for people involved with local organisations in the EC1 New Deal for Communities area - £95,000

· Support for volunteering projects- supporting volunteers with additional needs to be more involved with the community, support for timebanking and support for volunteer brokerage - £110,000

· Funding to support the development of the workforce of voluntary organisations in central London - £71,792

· Reduction by over 50% in funds to host the local LINk- enabling residents and service users to provide feedback about local health and social care services - £89,063

20.12.10 - Islington Council has proposed to remove community organisations from local partnership arrangements. At the Islington Strategic Partnership meeting on Wednesday 15th December 2010 the Council’s leaders decided not to call for a vote because they knew it would not be carried but instead said the proposals should be noted and implemented. The new arrangements will see representation from community organisations reduced from seven to zero.

09.10 - There have been in-year cuts to LAA grants. Second year LAA reward funding has been cancelled. It would have been invested in a community centre, doorstep help to volunteer and advice services. Most contracts that had not been agreed for the current LAA have been stopped. Some of these affected the voluntary sector. Childcare training, capacity building, an LA team working with parents and a post for the children’s voluntary sector have been lost. There have been cuts in Home Office grants. The CVS faces potential redundancies. Adult services will be re-tendering from 2011 – there will be less money. Existing providers are looking to build consortia to win contracts but will still have less money.

Whilst it is positive that the Council are not reducing the Community Fund overall, there are concerns about the reductions in funding to existing organisations. It is proposed that this will be cut by 25% from April in order to introduce a replacement for Community Chest (a smaller pot than the original). Whilst the CVS supports a Community Chest it does not think it should be achieved by reducing the level of grant through this fund (which is a replacement for the Infrastructure Fund). There are also concerns that the maximum sum for organisations supporting other organisations is £40k. This would represent a 67% cut on the level of funding that the CVS currently receives. Over a 4 year period (with other cuts) it would put in jeopardy the long term sustainability of the organisation.

VCS

14.07.11 The Holloway Neighbourhood Group, formed in 1974, had been facing a complete cut to it’s £60,000 annual funding. But after the decision was called in by the Liberal Democrat group, the charity, which provides community activities in the Finsbury Park ward, has been given almost £14,000 in transitional funding, bringing the total for the year to £37,525
.
07.7.11 The Queensland Multi-Media Arts Centre in Brewery Road, Holloway has slashed its budget by £20,000 to £10,000 a year, which could force it to close. It arranges drumming workshops, IT tuition for pensioners, graphic design, dance and DJ classes, as well as job clubs for the 360 people who attend every week
.
16.3.11 A popular youth club which closed more than a year ago in mysterious circumstances is being reopened under new management. 

The Rose Bowl Youth Centre on the Marquess Estate, Canonbury, will open next month and be managed by community arts charity Hoxton Hall.

Islington Council closed the centre in February last year, sparking complaints from dozens of parents who took their children along for activities such as boxing, cooking and the homework club.

Councillor Richard Watts, Islington Council’s executive member for children and young people, said: “The refurbished Rose Bowl is due to reopen in early April. Islington Council and Friends of the Rose Bowl have worked closely with local young people to find out exactly what they wanted to see in their centre, and young people were involved in the decision to select Hoxton Hall as the new providers. Hoxton Hall will offer a new programme of activities in sports, arts and media and have been running taster workshops at the Walter Sickert Community Centre over the last month
.

11.02.11 - Sotheby Mews Day Centre will shut as part of cost savings across the borough. The council has withdrawn the £160,000 grant it pays Age Concern Islington to run Sotheby Mews, as part of a wide-ranging package of savings that amounts to 16 per cent of its overall budget of £320m. Labour councillor Janet Burgess, executive member for health and adult social care, revealed that she was in talks with organisations other than Age Concern Islington to keep some services running at Sotheby Mews. The council will continue to waive rent and will provide a much-reduced grant of £30,000, she said, adding: “We’re committed to doing the best we possibly can for people using Sotheby Mews.”

11.02.11 - £150,000 has been set aside for a new Citizen’s Advice Bureau.

Kensington & Chelsea

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £11.4m or 5.3%.

03.03.11 – Overall LA spending cut: £23m for 2011/12.

CVS

06.09.10 - KCSC has brokered an understanding with the LA on how to work together to ensure that the least advantaged do not face even greater disadvantage. It has produced an outline report that has been accepted by the LA as an approach to corporate funding.

It is talking to the PCT from which not too much bad news is expected. KCSC is also working on a consortium of 45 local groups to lead on delivering a range of well being projects to be delivered from its new health centres. KCSC is concerned as it has lost a fair amount of officer support and had £80k taken off one budget last year while other budgets have been at stand still for 3-5 years.

VCS

06.09.10 - The Borough Voluntary Organisations Advisory Group has expressed dismay that officers and councillors felt unable to have at least one conversation with them as representatives of the VCS on the matter of reductions to corporate grants for 2010/11. Most of the resources being withdrawn are for services focussing on black and minority ethnic groups.

No equalities impact assessment of the work of the sector was made or spoken about before this decision was developed and agreed by councillors. It is considered that the approach taken did not follow the spirit of Compact and was not Compact Compliant. KCSC is prepared to work with member groups to establish a series of visits for BVOAG members and officers. For KCSC the reduction of £15k as well as the end of a 5 year trust grant means the closure of the customized training programme affecting 90 local groups (250 staff or volunteers) each year who regularly attend one day courses on a range of essential topics.

For NKLC the reductions means the Arabic speaking advice services will be cut by 66%, affecting adults and families. ADKC is considering which external work to reduce as their grant essentially gave resources to free their CEO up to do networking. For other groups the fundraising burden is increased, and given that it is a 5 month lead in for any application now these reductions effectively mean at least partial closure if money needs to be raised, or groups will have to pay for this loss from their reserves. Salaries are lower in Kensington and Chelsea than in other voluntary sectors in London and services have been maintained even though cost of living has not been awarded for some years. All of this has led to strain on workers and a gradual reduction in what can be offered. This can then create a difficult task for senior workers who have to juggle running services with fundraising etc and often work very long hours to compensate for low resources.

06.09.10 - RBKC aims to retain a separate grants budget even if everything moves towards commissioning. In the Corporate budget there will be a grants cuts for 2011/12 of 6%.  Further cuts are likely to follow in 2012/13. If organisations are granted 2 year funding, they should be prepared for a further percentage cut.

11.4.11 The largest temporary homeless shelter in London is to close at Easter as the winter season ends. 

Chelsea Methodist Church in Kings Road, Chelsea, currently runs a pastoral centre and homeless shelter for 35 men and women.

But due to a lack of funding, it is impossible for the centre to stay open all year-round, so those who rely on its services will be left with nowhere to go. The Centre relies completely on funding from West London Churches - a charity which collects money from donations and from churches across the area - and from other donations and volunteers. West London Churches cannot now afford to keep the open all year. One of the main concerns for the charity is that the permanent shelters are full throughout the year, leaving a very limited amount of shelter for the homeless in Kensington and Chelsea.

"We are getting around 80 people a day coming to the centre for food and to use the amenities - attendance has gone up by 100% in two years."

The shelter is appealing for donations, which are needed all year round to keep the pastoral care going.

In total it costs about £210,000 to keep the shelter running over the winter (November to April) each year and to provide ongoing care
.

02.03.11 - Youngsters who regularly use Bay 66, a skatepark, have hit out at plans to turn it into offices and gardens. But those who use Bay 66 say that it is an important area for them to meet, spend time, and that it is not doing any harm to the surrounding area. One 19 year-old skater, who wanted to be known only as Harry, said: "This is a good place, where people go from all over to skate and ride BMX bikes. People are always looking for stuff to keep kids off the streets and that's exactly what this is. It's a great place for us to go, some kids learn to skate here, and it's just an ideal place to spend spare time. Bay 66 is funded through Westway Development Trust, a charity which runs a number of sport and leisure activities in the area. The skaters and those who use the park are handing a petition to the council to ask for Bay 66 to be preserved. Kensington and Chelsea Council has been consulting on plans for redevelopment of the area for a year with neighbours and businesses.

Kingston

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £3.6m or 2.6%.

03.03.11 – Overall LA spending cut: £13.2m for 2011/12.

CVS

03.09.10 - As far as the CVS is aware there are no cuts in year and we have not been notified as yet of any planned cuts for next year.

VCS

March 2011: The Rose Theatre in Kingston receives no extra Arts Council funding but will receive £2.5 million over 5 years from LB Kingston’s New Deal.

Lambeth

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £29.9m or 7.7%.

23.02.11 – Overall LA spending cut: £79m over three years.

VCS

06-07.11 A group of elderly people protested outside the town hall against withdrawal of funding to their day centres. In February Lambeth Council took the decision not to continue funding to eight older people’s day centres. Six of these day centres provide specific and holistic services to Chinese, Vietnamese, Asian, Latin American and Black African/Caribbean older people; the two others are generic. There are fears that a decision on this scale will have impact on older people’s health and wellbeing in the borough
. 

May 2011: The In Defence of Youth Work campaign has said that, “Lambeth Council are proposing to cut £12 million from the Children and Young People’s Services budget… These cuts will have a devastating impact upon Adventure Playgrounds, One O’clock Clubs, Youth Centres, Holiday activities, Connexions staff, Youth Offending Services, Family Support Projects, Social Work Teams and a host of other services to children and families. Adventure playgrounds are likely to be open for only one evenings a week during the school term time.” One project which is losing the final quarter of its two-year funding stream from Lambeth Council is 2XL, run by NCVYS member Brathay Hall Trust. The 2XL programme uses peer mentoring to stop young people turning to crime by offering practical alternatives to gang activity.

09.03.11 - Lambeth Mencap has been providing a leisure project for adults with learning disabilities for over 20 years. Lambeth Council have 'decommissioned' the contract for £89,000 and the service will now have to close. Service users and carers expressed their devastation at the Lambeth Learning Disability Partnership Board in February. The service provides a vital lifeline for people with learning disabilities and their families, who will now lose a wide variety of social activities and support for health and well-being. Three experienced and skilled staff will be made redundant. Lambeth will lose a vital, preventative service.

08.02.11 - People First Lambeth is a charity that supports people with learning difficulties to stand up for themselves and take control of their lives. They have lost 90% of their funding meaning they have to close down. A petition has been set up to save PFL and it warns that clients will basically become prisoners in their own home, with fear of mockery on the streets and no access to training, to advocacy or, most importantly to them, no social life. Cllr Jim Dickson, Cabinet Member for Health said: “We will of course be working with PFL to make sure their clients are directed to other sources of support. PFL contracts with the council were worth approximately £118,000 a year, and unfortunately, PFL have not developed any alternative income streams. The Council is very conscious that not renewing their contract will put this organisation in difficulty and, in recognition of this, the Council has suggested that PFL apply to a special fund that we have set up to support voluntary sector organisations in Lambeth that are in this position. ACS has agreed that they will match fund what PFL are awarded from the transitions fund, in recognition of its unique and difficult position at this time.”
 
 

11.02.10 - Centre 70 has had full funding for two projects withdrawn by Lambeth council, to a total of £142,000. Three staff have had to be made redundant. There has been a large reduction in the number of clients that can be seen to discuss benefit and debt problems and a longer wait for remaining services.

Lewisham

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £21.8m or 6.5%.

01.03.11 - The LA has committed to follow nine guiding principles when considering reduced spending and in decision-making. One of these is to: ‘Coordinate action with other public agencies and the voluntary sector, and consider shared solutions.’

01.03.11 – The LA intends to seek ‘alternative delivery arrangements’, i.e. to commission private or voluntary groups, to run three children’s centres from 2012-14.

In Lewisham, outside of the Dedicated Schools Grant Lewisham is currently in receipt of specific grants of £36.43 million and ABG of £36.37 million in 2010/11. It is in these areas that funding reductions are being made. Almost all the specific grants relate to schools and children’s services. The largest single element of Lewisham’s ABG is Supporting People29 at £17.2m. A further £11.1m relates to areas which fall within Children and Young People. The loss for Lewisham is £3.295m, a total of £2.735m of these reductions are to come from ABG areas, and the bulk of this affects children and young people.

May 2011: Lewisham council voted to close 5 libraries out of 12 after a seven month consultation with a pre-determined decision. These will be replaced by so-called community libraries with many fewer books and undetermined amount of council money, no cost/benefit analysis on the “savings”, the loss of 19/20 jobs. These 5 libraries rack up visit figures of 327,000 pa and 264,000 issues pa

CVS

19.02.11 - A representative from Voluntary Action Lewisham, which works with voluntary and state groups, complained that there had been “limited consultation with those groups”, and that the Equality Impact Assessments (which are designed to spread the burden away from vulnerable groups) had been undermined by a lack of detail.

06.09.10 - The Mayor has stated publicly that he will look to make cuts elsewhere in order to increase the money available to the VCS. A new post, Cabinet Member for the Third Sector, has been created. The Mayor held a consultation meeting with 10 VCS reps in July, to think/talk about possible ways forward. As we are in the final year of the current agreement, a review of the grant-aid programme is taking place in order to develop a new 3-year programme. This is worth highlighting, since many Councils are scrapping grant-aid.

VCS

13.4.11 A charity which provides a lifeline to victims of domestic violence has launched a desperate appeal for funds to save it from closure after a council pulled its funding. 

Set up in 2003 by former Home Office prison outreach worker Stuart Cameron, the TRYangle Project helps more than 150 families a year from Greenwich, Lewisham and Bexley, from its base in Burrage Road, Plumstead. 

But it could close within weeks after having its funding withdrawn by Lewisham council. 

In response to Government spending cuts, Lewisham council has to save £33million during this financial year. 

The TRYangle Project’s annual running costs are around £110,000, with only three of its 21 staff being paid. 

The other 18 - including 14 trained therapists - are all volunteers. 

Police, the courts and social services all refer people to the charity, which runs free counselling sessions and support groups. Often staff can keep children out of care. 

 “Unfortunately we’ve been turned down by the Big Lottery and Lewisham council this year”
.

28.02.11 - The £26,000 contract for Relate Lewisham’s services is not due to be renewed this year. Relate has counsellors based at family centres across the borough. Manager Mary Blair said: “Relate’s counselling has given families the chance to talk openly, build their self esteem and overcome big problems, such as leaving abusive relationships and seeking support for drug addiction. I don’t know what these families will do when the counselling is withdrawn.”

28.02.11 - A campaign has begun to keep Ladywell Arena, which has a track and gym, open for public use. Last month, Lewisham Council called for sports and community groups to step forward and run Ladywell Arena and its facilities for 10 years. Now regular users have banded together to make sure private sports groups do not take it over.

18.02.11 - Grant funding or service agreements will cease or be reduced by 20% from the 31st of March 2011, with the exception of: 

· Working with Men saving reduced by £18,000 for 2011/12 - one-off

· St James saving reduced by £45,500 for 2011/12 - one-off

· Metro Centre saving of £21,000 not taken for 2011/12 - one-off

· Voluntary Action Lewisham Phase 1 saving of £20,000 and £20,000 2011/12 saving not to be taken - ongoing

· 20% reduction for Youth Projects amounting to £40,000 not to be taken – one-off 
 

25.01.11 - Elephant Jobs lost of £20,000 in Working Neighbourhood Funding from the local authority in September 2010.

30.10.10 – CYP projects affected by cuts: LAMP (mediation service); Ravensbourne Project - Saturday youth club and day care services for

disabled children; Voluntary Action Lewisham; Young People’s Health Project; Mandiani ( individual and group work with BME children and young people).

Merton

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £6.8m or 3.8%.

03.03.11 – Overall LA spending cut: £26m for 2011/12.

03.09.10 - Merton has a Green Flag award for engagement with the VCS and has been used as a case study for successful collaboration by Compact Voice. There will be no in year cuts to the VCS (i.e. for 2010/11). The sector is involved in designing grant programmes (incl. application packs, scoring templates) and was involved in grant panels making recommendations to members. There is agreement under the Compact not to make cross the board cuts as they make everyone unsustainable – it is better not to fund a specific service than to ‘salami slice’. Meetings are being arranged to keep the sector appraised of the overall situation for the council, and involved in setting future priorities. A VCS review is commencing to assist groups to look at possible savings, closer collaboration, etc. in the future.

VCS

05.07.11 Mitcham Day Centre wins its battle to remain open and be run by groups who use it. The council has agreed to lease the building for five years to local charity the Positive Network

12.04.11 - Annys Darkwa, who set up St Helier-based Vision Housing in 2007 said cuts to crisis loans for vulnerable ex-prisoners by will put her social enterprise out of business. The Middleton Road organisation, which is heavily dependent on charitable donations, finds homes in Merton for homeless ex-offenders – who must claim the loan from the job centre immediately to pay the rent. But she said staff were beginning to refuse the loans after changes made by the Department of Work and Pensions (DWP) on Monday, April 4. Ms Darkwa said: “I attended Mr Cameron’s 'Big Society re-launch, and he said we were exactly the type of organisation that should be growing, not facing closure. “These people do not have any alternatives – other than committing crime or loan sharks. It is vital we house people as soon as they get out of prison, otherwise they will go back to what they know.” She claimed Vision Housing has saved the taxpayer millions of pounds after housing 383 ex-offenders since 2007. 15-20% of those newly released go back to prison, compared to the national average, which varies between 50-75%.

25.03.11 - Nearly twenty residents have signed up as volunteers to keep West Barnes Library open on Mondays after Merton Council announced a reduction in its opening days to save costs. A meeting will be held at Donald Hope library to recruit potential volunteers, with dozens of people already registering their interest in joining.

28.02.11 - The Cardiac Exercise Club has had its funding cut by £9,700. It is a small charity and has no staff but has to pay BACR qualified trainers to supervise exercise classes. The classes are attended mainly by elderly people who have had heart bypass operations or have diabetes.

They are looking at reducing the number of exercise classes from 6 to 4 per week to save costs and looking elsewhere for grants and donations to keep going. They can run on their reserves for a while.

11.08.10 - South Mitcham Community Association is to lose £10080.52, or 24%, of its funding. It made a loss last year because of the recession and is headed for a much bigger loss this year.
 

Newham

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £32.4m or 8.8%.

28.02.11 – Overall LA spending cut: £47.9m for 2011/12. Front-loaded Government cuts mean the council is facing the maximum reduction in its funding this year of almost 14% and an overall shortfall of £75m over four years.

Huge cuts in CYP services

VCS

12.03.11 - The Mental Health Support Service at Community Links has been cut by 15%, or £75,000. 2 front line workers and 0.5 of a management post have been lost and consequently 30 fewer adults with moderate to severe mental health problems can be assisted.

11.03.11 - Forest YMCA has had cuts of £550,000 to its five Supporting People contracts, which means the closure of the domestic violence service and the end of most support to their service to 122 homeless young people.

Redbridge

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £5.9m or 2.6%.

11.04.11 – Redbridge Council is cutting funding to the local LINk.

11.04.11 – The ‘New and Emerging Needs’ VCS grants budget has been cut by 10% despite the Cabinet report recommending the cut recognising that ‘cuts of more than 5% would be seen as damaging.’

04.03.11 – Overall LA spending cut: £15m for 2011/12.

03.03.11 – The adult social services budget has cut £500,000 from contracts, and £42,000 from grants, to VCS groups.

CVS

05.11 - The grants budget was cut by 5% and this was applied equally to all “strategic partner” voluntary organisations including Redbridge CVS. The annual fee they receive each year for supporting the “Public and Voluntary Sector’s Partnership” (where elected councillors meet with elected VCS reps. and PCT, police and fire) has been reduced from around just under £8,000 to just under £4,000

09.10 – There has been a 50% cut to LPSA reward funding (the forerunner to LAA). Cuts to that project were supposed to be agreed by the Strategic Partnership but the decision was taken unilaterally by the LA. There will be no in-year cuts.

VCS

05.11 - Redbridge CVS led a successful campaign against the grants cut – eventually persuading the local authority to use some of the “repatriated” London Councils funding to reinstate the 5% grants budget cut after the original budget proposals were agreed and implemented by Cabinet. This was then redistributed to the “Emerging Needs and New Inititatives” pot and the small grants fund distributed by East London Community Foundation.

We have been unable to get clarity about the impact of reduced commissioning levels on the VCS per se. Redbridge Adult Social Services, for example, has a commissioning budget they call “VCS” which has been reduced but this includes private sector organisations and is effectively defined as anything they commission that doesn’t include Supporting People and home care etc. 

London Councils repatriated funding has been used to reinstate the VCS grants budget to its 2010/11 level after intervention by Redbridge CVS There is a suggestion that they will use some of the rest of the repatriated money for a ‘Big Society’ grants budget to be distributed in-year. It is not clear what % of the repatriated money will be kept in the voluntary sector but Redbridge CVs is continuing to lobby for 100%

Richmond

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 – £1m or 0.6%.

04.03.11 – Overall LA spending cut: £12m for 2011/12.

19.12.10 – The LA’s proposals for cuts will not change despite confirmation that its settlement will be only 0.6% lower than in 2010/11. £64,096 is being cut from next year’s grant awards which total £1.6m.  However, where reductions would increase risks to vulnerable people, or de-stabilise an organisation, no cuts have been made. Funding for organisations receiving less than £10,000 per year has also been protected.
 

12.11.10 – As part of its attempt to make savings, the LA will outsource more services to private and VCS groups.

VCS

23.07.11 Richmond’s Liberal Democrat party claims that Richmond’s voluntary sector could collapse after the council’s cabinet members agreed grants for charities that provide services for adults in the area should be withdrawn and put out to competitive tendering
.
15.07.11 Connexions, which offered careers information, advice and guidance to teenagers, has closed its doors for the final time, due to Government funding cuts. 

Angela Gray, former manager of the Twickenham branch, which helped young people with CVs, interview skills and university choices for the past 11 years, said youngsters now had no comparable service where they could seek advice
. 
01.07.11 Richmond Council has been accused of cutting children’s services unnecessarily after it ended the financial year with a surplus of almost £4.5m
.
2.4.11 Users of a popular drop-in centre for mental health sufferers and homeless people bid a sad farewell to the service as it shut its doors. But hopes are high a replacement service will open after churches rallied together following Richmond Borough Mind’s (RB Mind) announcement that it could no longer afford to keep the Vineyard Project open.  

It is hoped a new service could be set up in the Vineyard Congregational Church, home of the Vineyard Project, following a period of closure. 

Duke Street Church and St Stephen’s Church, which currently run their own drop-in services for vulnerable residents, are involved in talks, along with the congregation of the Vineyard Congregational Church. 

However, the new service may not cater to the same groups but be open to the wider community. 

The Vineyard Project was set up in 1977 by founder Penny Wade, who died last year. 

Despite having welcomed thousands of vulnerable people through its doors, RB Mind announced in February it could no longer afford to meet the annual £300,000 funding gap and would be closing the centre
.

15.02.11 - Fulham Football Club Foundation will lose £143,406 of match funding from v. The Community Champions volunteer project will be deeply affected. Over 300 volunteers have been successfully engaged into sports volunteering over the past 3 year's with V's help, and many of these have been signposted to the 2012 gamesmaker roles to assist with London's legacy. Attempts to secure other match funding, have been rejected by many small funders who are too over subscribed and do not have the capacity. Without finding a match funder, 2.25 staff members and the capacity to formally engage with volunteers will be lost.

11.11.10 - Crossroads Care provides respite for carers and will see a total of £7,284, 9.2% of its budget, withdrawn from its council and health service grants from April next year. Chief executive Eleanor Willett said she understood the authority needed to save money but the cuts will lead to people on its waiting list not getting the help they desperately need. She said: “We have 145 carers on our waiting list desperate for support, and 75 of them are over the age of 60. I can only see that waiting list getting bigger.” She said the charity will now struggle to fund two clubs for children with special needs and a cafe for dementia patients. The Richmond Gateway Club, in Linden Road, Hampton, provides a leisure and social club for people with learning disabilities and will see its budget slashed by 12%. Chairman Richard Jeffries said the charity may need to cut the number of trips members take to London, reduce the amount it spends on transporting people to and from the club or increase its membership fees.

Southwark

Borough

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £33.7m or 8.4%.

12.11.10 – Overall LA spending cut: £80m over four years. The LA currently spends £35m to the VCS. The LA has written to VCS groups, saying "Our advice to you at this stage is that you begin early planning for reductions of at least 10-15% in 2011/12 and a total of at least 25% over the next three years. Some organisations may want to consider making reductions of 25 per cent in year one." The letter says notification of funding for 2011/12 would not happen until late February or early March, so some organisations could receive less than four weeks notice of settlements.
 

Southwark’s 27contribution to the savings in Local Government equates to a £3.3 million reduction in the ABG. For Southwark, the biggest reduction in the ABG is for children’s services with an overall in year reduction of £2.2million. Further announcements have also been made to children’s services from the (DFE). Reductions in grants to Children’s services to around £2.45m include the following; 

- Buddying Sure Start Grant Programme - 75 percent grant reduction (Buddying Programme developed to promote better working relationships between school and early year’s staff.) 

- Reduction in Training and Development Agency for schools (to be confirmed, estimate at 25%) 

In total, Southwark will see grant income reduced by some £5.1m in 2010/11. Of the £2.45m total reduction in children’s services revenue grants, the most significant is the £2.2m (equating to a 20 percent) reduction in the ABG. This grant is used to fund key children’s services and activities such as: careers advice for young people; extended services and travelling to school initiatives; under- attainment, and healthy eating. 

Where possible the children’s services department has sought to re-direct other grants and hold vacancies to reduce the impact on front line services. However the council says reductions have been unavoidable.

Leader of LB Southwark “this year we are delivering £34 million of savings and know that we will have to find another £50 million more. Last year we feared that some of our most vulnerable residents might be facing the brunt of those cuts; this year we know where we have to target our support against those cuts - which in Southwark we are doing through our Voluntary Sector Transition Fund and our Youth Fund”

LB Southwark wrote early to their VCS to warn them “As I am sure you will understand any delay in putting forward proposals as to where reductions will be made increases the costs of implementing them.  This is why our advice to you at this stage is that you begin early planning for reductions of at least 10-15% in 2011/2012 and a total of at least 25% over the next three years.  Because some organisations may need financial support with the costs involved in making reductions at this level, planning early is essential. Some organisations may want to consider whether to make reductions of 25% in year one.”

VCS

Southwark Council has also established a Transition Fund for voluntary and community sector organisations in the borough to help them adapt to reductions in Southwark Council funding. Grants are for less than £25,000 but aim to help with activities such as fundraising strategies or funding bids, business plans, mergers and collaborations, sharing back office costs, initiatives around personalisation/innovation and new models of more effective/efficient service provision and realising savings.

04.07.11 The Pumphouse Heritage Museum and Nature Reserve in Rotherhithe was expecting cuts of up to 28 per cent but Southwark, which must save £34 million this year, cut its entire budget. For 20 years, the wetlands centre, next to a four-acre nature reserve, has hosted history, geography and ecology programmes for about 120,000 schoolchildren as well as providing reminiscence therapy for up to 40,000 care-home patients and dementia sufferers
. 

18.02.11 – Bankside Open Spaces Trust joined forces with Walworth Garden Farm, Surrey Docks Farm, London Wildlife Trust, Trust for Urban Ecology and the Pumphouse Educational Museum to take part in a delegation to the LA’s cabinet to urge councillors to seek alternatives to the 78% cut to environmental projects set out in the draft budget. Subsequently, the cabinet has decided that it will commission extra services from the affected environmental organisations so that the cumulative effect of the cut is a reduction of no more than 28% of the current budget. A statement from the BOST trustees said; "We do not as yet have an agreement as to how this will work, which of the projects will be supported, and what will be commissioned from them, which leaves us still uncertain of our future. Many residents remember the state of our precious local parks through the last recession, and the transformation wrought in the last twelve years through BOST and its partners. We are keen to protect both the physical state of these places and the sense of connection created by all the people who have helped contribute to their design and maintenance over these years."

13.02.11 - Blackfriars Settlement is a 124-year-old local charity that provides a range of services for young people, older people and people with mental health problems. Director Julie Corbett-Bird told Southwark's 9-member Labour cabinet:

"We have budgeted for cuts. It is the extent and breadth of the cuts that potentially creates a problem for our organisation. The fact that we are multi-purpose – that we receive grants from a range of different departments – clearly has a cumulative impact for the organisation which means that it is not just the staff in particular projects that are affected. I have been asked by my trustees to send a note out to all staff – including myself – advising them of the potential risk of reduction of hours or loss of post. It could have a very dramatic effect on us. In reference to the Government's Big Society, we have 100 volunteers working with us," she said. "We have a free legal service that's delivered by a law firm and students from the Inns of Court School of Law. We have a lot of volunteers; we could have more if only I had someone who could support them. It is the nature of the history of our organisation that we use volunteers effectively. We have not been blind to what has been going on and what is happening here. We had an external review carried out last year to identify potential efficiencies.

She called on the council – and its NHS partners – to engage in more dialogue with community organisations as it prepares to make cuts at the same time as the health service is reorganised. She concluded by issuing a warning to councillors about the possible consequences of a lack of clarity about the future funding of services: "The fact that you could lose a lot of expertise in that intervening period is something that I think the council really does have to take on board," she said. Blackfriars Settlement has lost £163,000 of funding from v. It has had over 250 young people engage in the relevant project over three years. Currently there are 100 young people placed in a variety of opportunities.  At the end of March two members of staff, one from Blackfriars Settlement and one from its partners on this project will be made redundant. There will no longer be capacity to support this type of volunteering, the training and progression pathways that have been developed as result of this funding.
 

10.02.11 - Walworth Garden Farm has had its funding cut by £62,000. This means the finish of the Training and Employment project which had got 25 people qualifications to get them work ready and 12+ people into work. £40,000 of match funding will also be lost.

04.06.10 - ALD Life are to have funding cut. Not only does this have a huge impact on charities using the scheme to train and employ new staff economically, it also has a huge impact on young people seeking training and employment. It is unaware of any initiatives to replace the Future Jobs Fund and, being a small charity, does not have the resources to investigate. A couple of apprentices could have provided those resources, thus improving services and fundraising capabilities. It is a vicious circle that ALD probably won't get out of.
 

03.06.10 - Aylesbury Everywoman's Centre will lose £38,000.

11.07.11 The Local Authority is cutting a door to door service taking autistic children to school
 
01.02.11 - Sutton Mental Health Foundation has had its grant from the local PCT cut by £40,000, from £115,000 to £75,000, but is expected to provide the same level of service to its members. It is feared that some part of its vital work will have to cease. Assurances have been made that funding from the LA will be provided for one more year but if that is then also cut then SMHF is faced with closure or major cutback in services.

Sutton plan to make efficiency savings by commissioning VCS strategic partners

"While other councils are cutting the money they give to the voluntary sector, where cost-effective we will give them more - and that's what we have allocated, £200,000 more for the voluntary sector next year."

On the 7th March the Council agreed their budget for 2011/12. It shows an average cut of about 7% across services, which is in line with the 7.1% cut in government grants and, with their four year predictions should continue to meet government targets. Apart from these grants the budget shows about £85m being raised in Council Tax and a £2.1m grant in return for freezing this (equivalent to about 2.5% increase)
. When reading this bear in mind that the expenditure figures allow for specific grants that have been netted off and that due to changes in the way government is allocating funds the figures for 2011/12 cannot be directly compared with 2010/11.

28.01.11 - Volunteer Centre Sutton is making 8 staff redundant due to a cut of £621,000 in funding from v. Youth volunteering specialists will be lost from 5 London borough volunteer centres.

26.07.11 A popular playground in Tower Hamlets has this week started charging kids in one of the country’s poorest boroughs for using its facilities. Top of FormBottom of FoWeavers Fields playground off Bethnal Green Road yesterday began charging an entry fee of £1.50 for non-members and 50p for members. And unless the staffed play ground, which had 11,000 visits by children last year, can secure more funding for its play area run by the voluntary sector it faces closes next month
.
13.07.11 The council announced that the borough’s children centres were undergoing a restructuring under which £2.7 million worth of cuts had to be made. More than 20 staff across the centres’ management and administration will lose their jobs as a result
. 

14.4.11- Parents trying to save their unique Saturday ‘family’ club for children with special needs may have a glimmer of hope after taking a petition to the Town Hall and pleading with the Mayor in Tower Hamlets. The Toyhouse charity’s Family Play project set up 10 years ago at Limehouse has just a few weeks to go before its current £32,000 funding runs out
.

05.04.11 - Parents of children with special needs say they will be at a loss when their Saturday club closes down as a result of the cuts. The service is unique in that it caters for disabled children and those with special needs as well as any siblings without individual requirements but the £30,240 contract will not be renewed. Parents agree this winning formula helps family cohesion. Maria Robertson said her ten-year-old son Frankie, who has Asperger’s, has become more sociable because of the club. She said: “It’s one of the only services in London which deals with the whole family. It’s a safe place and parents don’t have to worry about the children. It’s really made a difference to my son’s behaviour.” Another parent, Jahanara Miah said: “Being a mother of a Down’s syndrome child, he gets to play in an enclosed, safe place with his brothers and sisters. The children can’t wait for Saturdays.” Family Play Project (FPP) was set up ten years ago by family support charity Toyhouse Libraries. It caters for children from birth to 11 and up to 60 children and parents use the two-hour weekly sessions. Pip Pinhorn, Toyhouse manager, said: “Its loss is incredibly serious to all concerned. The families and Toyhouse think the council has failed in its duty to consult with users and providers before deciding to cut this project.”

31.3.11 A Bow educational charity has hit out at the Arts Council’s “astounding” decision to remove its grant. 

Four Corners, which offers subsidised access to cutting-edge filmmaking and photographic equipment for people from disadvantaged backgrounds, found out yesterday its application for £240,000 over three years had been refused. The loss of funding could make it harder for artists in London to access professional support and facilities, especially the latest digital technologies. Four Corners, based on Roman Road, supports more than 500 people each year through training and projects

30.3.11 – Weaver’s Green Adventure playground with an annual budget of £127,000 per year faces closure in September as it has only received its £22,913 funding from Tower Hamlets local authority but lost funding from the National Lottery and Children in Need. Currently its opening hours have been reduced from 7 days to 5 days per week but it will close in September if no more funding can be found
.

19.01.11 - Tower Hamlets Law Centre has offered East Enders free advice for the past 40 years. Many of its services may end as it faces a 65% cut in funding. Departments dealing with issues from immigration, domestic violence and housing could shut. Centre manager Sue Brown said: “It’s a disaster. Whole areas of law will go unless we are funded by someone else. Some of the centre’s staff and users joined MPs Rushanara Ali and Jim Fitzpatrick last week at the House of Commons to lobby against the cuts. Tower Hamlets Law Centre gets around a third of its funding from central government, another third from London Councils and 15% from Tower Hamlets Council. London Councils is withdrawing its grant in June and the centre will lose 10% of government cash in October. But Tower Hamlets Council refused to say whether it would bridge the funding gap in the next few years.

22.07.10 - City Gateway is to lose £102,900. The cut threatens its continuation of Entry Level ESOL provision beyond September, meaning it urgently needs to find replacement funding streams to sustain this vital provision over the next few years. There is a seriously high demand for ESOL as the lack of spoken and written English represents one of the most crucial barriers to employment and vocational training and the area of Tower Hamlets has a disproportionately unemployment rate with 42.3% of working-age women economically inactive (NOMIS 2009) compared to the London average of 31.7%. Funding is essential because ESOL courses are heavily oversubscribed in Tower Hamlets, as shown by growing waiting lists. Indeed, new figures from the report ESOL: The New Approach show that 44% of households in the borough have English as a second language and that there are still approximately 23,618 borough residents each year who need entry level ESOL– yet there are just under 4000 places available per year on ESOL courses (on which 85% of service-users are female).

Cut to LA settlement for 2011/12 - £13.4m or 5.2%.

17.12.10 - Overall LA spending cut: £65m over four years. The LA argues that its settlement is a cut of 13% rather than the 5.2% the government has advertised.

01.03.11 – A review, including a consultation, of the third sector in Waltham Forest is underway and the final report will be published in April 2011.

11.04.11 – subject to agreement at a Cabinet meeting on the 13.04.11, two new grant schemes for the VCS will be introducing two new grant funds. The Transitional Grant recognises the significant impact that on-going cuts to the public sector will have on the groups that were previously funded by the Voluntary and Community Sector Team. These primarily focused on services to particular communities of interest and the delivery of advice and support services. The grant is intended to provide organisations with short-term funding that will assist their sustained existence in the coming year and hopefully provide a window of opportunity to secure funding from other sources. The grant is not aimed at enabling the organisation to continue delivering the services previously commissioned. The Adult Social Care Grant Programme is aimed at facilitating organisations to develop flexible, innovative and responsive services which focus on the key commissioning priorities and the Personalisation Programme. Organisations are required to demonstrate a whole system approach to service delivery, collaborative working with other organisations, demonstrate effective interfaces with Resource Hubs and evidence of consultation with service users and carers that the proposed service is needed.

The table below shows how it is proposed to amend Directorate budgets in order to reflect the loss of £2.6m in the Area Based Grant in 2010/11. This again shows that children’s services have been hit hard.

A total of 16 schools in Waltham Forest are set to miss out as a result of the cancellation of BSF. The schools affected are: Belmont Park and Brookfield House, Chingford Foundation, Connaught School for Girls, George Mitchell, Heathcote, Highams Park, Holy Family Technology College, Joseph Clarke, Lammas, Leytonstone Business and Specialist Enterprise School, Norlington Boys, Rush Croft Sports College, Tom Hood, William Morris, Willowfield. 
Julia Mainwaring, headteacher of Belmont Park School in Leyton, which was due to receive more than £3 million to expand the school, called the situation "really sad". 

She said: "We are always over-subscribed. As a special school we are not like mainstream that has a September intake …We have 56 pupils on the roll and were hoping to take capacity to around 64…. It's not fair on children with a disability who cannot come here because we've not got the capacity…It's vital for us and is really sad for parents and their children." 
On the 21st of October, the council has agreed to slash budgets as the authority prepares to lose £65 million over the next four years - about 25 per cent of funding. 

Every council department will be affected by the cuts, which Labour warn will be a “horror story” for many people in the borough, and at least 316 public sector jobs are expected to go.  Further details are yet to follow.

VCS
15.02.11 - Waltham Forest Race Equality Council, which has provided specialist advice and support on issues such as immigration and discrimination in the borough since 1971, has been told it will no longer receive grants for its work. This represents a £23,000 cut to its income.

Chairman Afzal Malik said, “I'm concerned that what will happen now is that extremist organisations in the borough such as the BNP will come up and intolerance will get worse.” He said his group would be able to “struggle on” but would have to rely on donations and funding from the Equality and Human Rights Commission. The borough's two Citizens Advice Bureaus (CAB) are now receiving council cash for the support services. But Steve Johnson, manager of Walthamstow CAB, said his organisation was not directly taking over services previously provided by other charities. He said: “We are facing difficult times and things are going to get worse. In future it may be that we'll provide less advice to more people rather than in-depth support, and we may have to make some redundancies.”

22.10.10 - The future of the Cyber Link project on the Beaumont Estate is uncertain as Better Neighbourhoods Initiative (BNI) funding is to be stopped in March. The project, which currently employs three staff, provides support, advice and training for residents and community groups, while also working with young people involved in gangs and crime. Residents say the project has vastly improved the estate, which is one of the most deprived in the borough and has a history of high crime. 

Resident Pat Brace said: “[Cyber link] is part of the process of bringing the estate back from the living dead. We don't want to go back to how it was before and we don't want the good work reversed. It has encouraged people to care about their community, which younger people didn't do before.

Wandsworth

June 2011: Despite its healthy financial position, NHS Wandsworth is being asked to make millions of pounds of savings to help plug the gap in the healthcare budget across south-west London. After achieving a budget surplus of £12m in 2010/11, the PCT is being asked to make savings as NHS South West London - a temporary organisation that has joined the management teams of five primary care trusts, including NHS Wandsworth - is aiming to close a financial gap with a huge savings programme of £64.5m in 2011/12
. 

25.01.11 – Groups of local people and small voluntary organisations will be able to apply for a share of £169,000 from the Big Society Fund, preferably, although not exclusively, on a match-funding basis. The money is available after London borough leaders decided that much of the cash they currently hand over to the London Borough Grants Scheme (LBGS), which helps a range of voluntary groups across the capital, could be better spent locally. Some of it will be spent funding groups previously supported by the LBGS that directly help Wandsworth people. The rest will be used for the new grant scheme. It is part of the Wandsworth Challenge which plans to change the way the council provides public services and works with residents and community groups. Officers will be expected to find new and efficient ways of delivering services while at the same time empowering local people to help themselves. The whole community will be encouraged to work with the council to draw up priorities for action over the next four years and think of creative new approaches to local issues.  New ways of working are expected in areas including schools, families, environment, health, social care, community safety, partnerships, voluntary sector and employment. Council leader Edward Lister said the Big Society Fund will help get the best ideas off the ground.

Info. from council document: In 2010/11, Wandsworth Council’s contribution to the London Boroughs Grants Scheme (LBGS) managed by London Councils (LC) is expected to reduce by £491,895.

Policy. One of the Council’s strategic objectives is “building a prosperous, vibrant and cohesive community”.  One of the Council’s Corporate Plan’s objectives is to “encourage volunteering and work with the voluntary and community sector to help provide better services and information.”  

Issues / Proposals. This anticipated windfall arising from the reduction in the London Councils Grants Committee (LCGC) Budget provides an opportunity for the Council to make a tangible move towards supporting the Big Society locally and to help voluntary organisations that are being severely affected by loss of public funds, including from the LBGS.  It is clear that the funding climate for voluntary organisations is uniquely challenging. It is proposed to set up two funds, as follows:- 

(a) a discretionary fund for voluntary organisations worth £200,000 to help organisations adversely affected by loss of income from the public sector; and 

(b) Wandsworth Big Society Fund worth £169,000 to support volunteering.

CVS

May 2011: From 1st April 2011 Groundwork London has been contracted by Wandsworth Council to provide volunteering services in the borough
. Previously these services had been provided by the local Council for Voluntary Service, Wandsworth Voluntary Sector Development Agency. 
The council has also used this decision to declare
 that the council-owned WVSDA’s office base at 170 Garrett Lane is surplus to requirements and to recommend that it should be sold on the open market.

VCS
25.07.11 Sport in Wandsworth will benefit from a share of a £485,000 fund made available by the Mayor of London. The money will help pay for wheelchair basketball, touch rugby, and Kickz - a football, volunteering and employment programme for teenagers
. 
June 2011 A youth club facing closure has been thrown a lifeline by the council- provided it can stump up running costs itself. The Lennox Youth Club on Roehampton's Lennox Estate was one of the six youth clubs earmarked to close as part of the council's spending cuts. 

But the club has been given the chance to stay open as a big society project- as long as the group can find the money for the day to day costs and recruit volunteers to run it. Direct council funding for the club stops at the end of this month, and from then would need to raise money itself to keep the club open
.

29.03.11 - Amid the current crop of funding cuts being announced by Wandsworth Council, the Wandsworth Access Association (WAA) has been told its annual grant is being cut by 20% to £4,000.  The volunteer-run group advises the council on issues affecting its disabled residents - sitting on education and housing forums and ensuring people with mobility difficulties have adequate provision of ramps and lifts in public places. WAA chairman, Martyn Ellacott, who is stepping down this year, said the funding cut threatened the group’s future, and left it without enough money in reserve to apply for charitable status. “We are the only organisation for the disabled which is recognised by the borough. If we go there will be no one representing those with disabilities. Mr Ellacott stressed the organisation cost the full £5,000 to run each year while the council asserted that, “In recent years the group has consistently failed to utilise its whole grant” WAA has been recommended to apply for to the new Wandsworth Big Society Fund and the Wandsworth Discretionary Fund, which are making £370,000 available to local groups who perform important community work in the borough.

21.02.11 - After an extensive consultation period, a committee in Wandsworth Council has proposed a plan for York Gardens Library. Firstly, opening hours will be reduced from 44 to 30 hours a week, community space will be leased out to a private Christian college, the IT training centre will be relocated to another library and the majority of adult books completely removed from the site. Five library staff will be fired, or “deleted,” to use the council’s terminology. A children’s homework club will be set up, run for free by local residents, two or three evenings a week.

This is an alternative to closing York Gardens and is predicted to save the borough more than £155,000 by 2012. There are eleven libraries in Wandsworth and the one chosen for treatment is in the most deprived ward in town. Residents here earn almost half the income of those in the wealthiest ward and are the most disadvantaged in terms of health, economy, crime and education indicators. This bespoke library caters for six times as many Black African and Caribbean people than the one up the road, more disabled people than any other library in the borough and teenagers who are much less likely to have a computer at home. As 44-year-old library user Samuel West asks, “If we are going to ask the community to run a library with volunteers, why not choose the most prosperous area where parents are more likely to have time on their hands?” There will still be a small number of trained professional library staff, but also a significant bank of volunteers and there have been offers of help and support from a local private school foundation that wants to contribute more to its surrounding neighbourhoods. The council is beginning to put out the remaining library services for market testing. It is a developing market but it is believed that the private sector, amongst others, could soon emerge to become an alternative to monopolistic state provision. If alternative providers come forward with something more innovative or cost effective then they will deliver library services on behalf of the Council.

24.01.11 - Environmental regeneration charity Groundwork London has been commissioned to run the borough’s volunteer support services. will place a large number of volunteers in a wide range of projects across the borough over the next three years with council funding. They will invest £380,000 to encourage more people to take up volunteering opportunities in projects that will benefit the community.

14.01.11 - Furzedown Family Centre has received a letter from the Wandsworth Primary Play Association (the local Early Years Umbrella body) advising it of the LA's communication with them about uncertainty of funding in 2011/12. The grant received from WPPA is currently just over £6,000 per year, about 10% of annual income.

Early years establishments in Westminster have been told they are facing immediate cuts to funding aimed at helping disadvantaged children. Two of Westminster's maintained early year’s establishments, which admit a proportion of children designated as ‘in need’, face cuts of around £90,000 to funding this year.43

A source from one of the establishments, said, “It's an appalling situation. There are going to be massive cuts in services for vulnerable children, which could destroy early intervention and preventative work in our area. There will be almost no free daycare places for disadvantaged children.” 

Pauline Trudell, vice-president of the National Campaign for Nursery Education, said: “The scale of Westminster's cuts will effectively destroy the early year’s provision they should be most proud of. It also runs counter to the most recent Government pledge to treat as a priority the measures that most directly affect attainment for the poorest pupils.”

Children Sure Start - Services at Westminster's Sure Start Children's Centres which are threatened as part of the £5.4 million cuts in services to Children and Young people over the next two years, including the loss of at least 12 early years staff. The £5.4 million of cuts from services to Children and Young People over the next two years, include cuts of nearly £1.7 million to 'early intervention' services. The Council's cuts involve a cut of £275,000 in 2011/12 A cut to the contract with Westminster Society for People with Learning Difficulties (WSPLD) in 2011/12 which the Council says "are expected to offer further cost reductions towards the savings agreed by Cabinet on 17 December". A cut to the Lisson Green Play contract, which ends in March 2012 which the Council says "will be re-let with a view to seeking further savings". An increase in costs for places which the Council says will mean "increased fee income of £100k per annum over a 3 year period."
In addition, the number of staff will be halved. Westminster City Council is planning a 545% increase in charges for holiday play schemes and a 360% increase in the cost of after school play provision. The Council plans to restrict subsidised holiday and after school play places to children who are "at risk of significant harm and subject to Child Protection plans and children with significant needs". All other parents will be subject to: an increase in charges for children's holiday play schemes from £22 a week to £120 a week - an increase of 545% an increase in charges for children's after school play provision from £8.30p a week to £30 a week - an increase of 360% 
The Council is proposing over £8 million in cuts over the next two years, including a cut of over £4.6 million in day care for vulnerable adults, a £2.2 million cut in assessment and care services for vulnerable adults and a £1.4 million cut in home care for vulnerable adults. The Council plans to raise the eligibility threshold for adult social care services to cover only people with substantial and critical levels of need under the Fair Access to Care Services (FACS) criteria. This will affect over 3,000 people in Westminster with 'moderate' needs. The Council is also planning to close the day service for younger adults with physical disabilities at 42 Westbourne Park Road.

07.09.10 – There was a 10% grants cut before the start of the year. When the government made the extra £6 billion cuts all LAA funded work was cut as the LA has a policy not to fund anything when central government removes a grant. Voluntary Groups - Westminster Council is cutting over £1 million from Voluntary Sector grants over the next two years, a cut of 25%. The figures show that over £630,000 of grants is being cut from the Adult and Community Services budget and £425,000 of grants cut from the Children's Services budget. The biggest cut is £169,000 from the Arts and Recreation budget and represents a 34% cut, followed by a £94,000 cut from the Older People grants to voluntary organisations. Following Westminster City Council’s Voluntary Sector Review, Westminster Arts is unable to continue offering grant funding for arts and community groups during 2011/12. Westminster Arts has been operating small grant programmes on behalf of the City Council since 1965. 

23.07.11 – Liberal Democrats warn that the voluntary sector in Westminster could disappear after the council’s cabinet members agreed grants for charities that provide services for adults in the area should be withdrawn and put out to competitive tendering. Leader of the opposition, Councillor Stephen Knight, said: “It would be a disaster for our community if this process were to result in a collapse of our local voluntary sector. Coun. Knight raised the example of longstanding Twickenham charity Off the Record which lost its contract to deliver counselling services to young people to the Westminster-based Catholic Children’s Society earlier this year, and asked for the council to halt its move to commission out adult services for a year

18.02.11 - The Westminster Society for people with learning disabilities will have its funding cut by £2,100,000. Westminster City Council has implemented 25% cuts across all Adult Services providers in the borough, and Childrens Services are facing a similar cut in funding. This is having a huge impact on the Westminster Society with peoples’ support hours being modified, re-organisation and re-modelling of services and large changes to staff pay and conditions. Every person it supports and employs is affected.

08.02.11 – Newpin Family Centre is losing its £58,000 grant from Westminster City Council, which will have a major effect on its Services and may even lead to closure. The organisation has been providing services to the local community for 19 years now so this will have a very big impact on the choice of services for parents and children. Redundancies are being made. Other funders are reluctant to make grants for services while Newpin has no regular income.

08.10.10 - Westminster Volunteer Centre saw a drop in funding of £15,879, or 75%, from 2009/10 to 2010/11. This despite council leader Colin Barrow stating that the LA hopes to run its services with ‘an army of volunteers’.

13.01.10 – VAW has produced a report on the problems the VCS will face in recession.

Themes

Advice

27.4.11 As youth unemployment reaches record levels, funding cuts to youth advice and counselling services mean that thousands of the most vulnerable young people, including those with mental health problems, will not be able to get the help they need this year. Youth Access, the youth advice and counselling charity, estimates that at least 45,000 young people experiencing acute recession-related problems, such as debt, mental ill health and homelessness, will be left without access to the specialist support they need to turn their lives around. Youth advice and counselling agencies currently help over a million young people a year, but 42% of agencies are at risk of closure this year, with 7% already certain to close as a result of funding cuts. A majority of the specialist youth advice services, youth counselling services, drug and alcohol services and sexual health services delivered by these agencies will be forced either to cease operating this year or to continue at a reduced level.“Although agencies are doing everything they can to maintain front-line services, 85% do not expect to meet demand over the next 12 months. Those services left standing will be unable to withstand further rounds of cuts over the next year or two.”These cuts come at a time when demand for youth advice and counselling services has never been higher. Youth Access reports a particular rise in mental health issues amongst 16-25 year old young adults

21.03.11 - The Croydon CAB is the latest victim of cuts in the council's grants budget which mean the £488,000 it received in 2010/11 has been cut by £195,000, or 40%, for 2011/12. The services offered have had to change as a result. Since the beginning of the month residents have no longer been able to drop in to the CAB's offices in New Addington and Thornton Heath for face-to-face meetings with advisers. Jessica Sumner, chief executive of Croydon CAB, said problems would now be dealt with by volunteers, over the phone, or residents would be pointed in the direction of other organisations that could offer help. But she stressed those people assessed to have serious problems would continue to be offered the chance of face-to-face meetings. Ms Sumner said the reduction in funding had forced the CAB to make seven professional advisers redundant, while the number of clients has increased by 12% over the past year. The CAB is, however, planning to train new volunteers and if this could be combined with extra resources, Ms Sumner is hopeful normal service could resume at some point.

11.03.11 – The removal of legal aid for benefit, debt and housing advice will affect the Hackney CAB, which has a success rate of 90% of decisions overturned. Without funding, the many local volunteers involved in this work will not be able to continue.

01.03.11 - Brent Law Society, Brent Private Tenants Rights Group and Brent Citizens Advice Bureau have had their funding reinstated. Cllr Ann John said the decision had been taken in recognition that ‘because of the Government’s policies their services will be swamped’.

28.02.11 - The £26,000 contract for Relate Lewisham’s services is not due to be renewed this year. Relate has counsellors based at family centres across the borough. Manager Mary Blair said: “Relate’s counselling has given families the chance to talk openly, build their self esteem and overcome big problems, such as leaving abusive relationships and seeking support for drug addiction. I don’t know what these families will do when the counselling is withdrawn.”

18.02.11 - Jamie Ritchie, a solicitor at Brent Community Law Centre, said Brent Council has reneged on its promise to maintain its £200,000 a year funding until September and to consult on any changes. The council has listed the Centre for ‘decommissioning’ in its budget report. But Mr Ritchie said: “Brent is wrong to pick on the Law Centre. It’s part of the glue that holds the borough together. For every pound spent on the Law Centre many more are saved in public spending. We hope that local people will persuade the council to stop this madness.” The centre advises more than 100 people a week on debt, housing and employment problems and expects the need to increase as unemployment rises and benefit criteria are tightened.

Peter Dobbie went to BCLC in September 2009 after the Department of Work and Pensions told his wife she was fit for work and kicked her off benefits – she was suffering from advanced Parkinson’s disease. The DWP acknowledged its mistake in September 2010. Mr Dobbie said: “The BCLC was absolutely brilliant. They backed me all the way and I have nothing but the highest regard for them. “Without them I might have given up hope. It’s ludicrous if the council cuts its funding. They are invaluable to the community.”

Mr Ritchie said, “The council said it would consult on advice services nearly two years ago. But nothing has happened. We intended to replace at least some of the Council funding by October but, if the council stops all funding from April, our phone won’t be answered and our doors will be closed.” The Law Centre’s other main source of funding, Legal Aid which is paid on a per case basis, is expected to be cut by central government later in the year.

11.02.10 - Centre 70 has had full funding for two projects withdrawn by Lambeth council, to a total of £142,000. Three staff have had to be made redundant. There has been a large reduction in the number of clients that can be seen to discuss benefit and debt problems and a longer wait for remaining services.

11.02.11 - £150,000 has been set aside for a new Citizen’s Advice Bureau in Islington.

27.01.11 – Funding for the City of London CAB has been stopped.

19.01.11 - Tower Hamlets Law Centre has offered East Enders free advice for the past 40 years. Many of its services may end as it faces a 65% cut in funding. Departments dealing with issues from immigration, domestic violence and housing could shut. Centre manager Sue Brown said: “It’s a disaster. Whole areas of law will go unless we are funded by someone else. Some of the centre’s staff and users joined MPs Rushanara Ali and Jim Fitzpatrick last week at the House of Commons to lobby against the cuts. Tower Hamlets Law Centre gets around a third of its funding from central government, another third from London Councils and 15% from Tower Hamlets Council. London Councils is withdrawing its grant in June and the centre will lose 10% of government cash in October. But Tower Hamlets Council refused to say whether it would bridge the funding gap in the next few years.

15.02.11 - Blackheath Halls, owned by registered charity Trinity Laban, is used by groups including Eltham College Choral Society and is set to lose its entire £71,000 annual grant from Greenwich council. General manager Keith Murray said “We provide not only a wide ranging programme of performances, but also regular community-based events for all ages.” An entire cut to the halls’ funding would have a two-pronged effect on the halls’ programming, said its manager of five years. Its program of entertainments will be hampered along with its community work including open workshops, tea dances and work with schools.

09.02.11 - After 130 years, members of Croydon Art Society fear they could soon be without a venue for their annual exhibitions. The council's cabinet has agreed to the closure of the Clocktower gallery as part of its £1.5m cuts package. That would mean that next month will be the last time the society can stage its exhibition at the gallery.

13.12.10 - The Arts Depot Trust is to have its £194,000 grant from Barnet council stopped in the new financial year and will receive no further funding.

28.05.10 - Arcola Theatre Production Company are to lose £146000 from the Department for International Development.

21.03.11 - Bexley Council for Equality and Diversity (BCED) attracted more than 80 people to a public meeting at the weekend where its director Lux Anandarajah outlined why he believes Bexley Council acted illegally in withdrawing 100% of its funding and replacing it with a voluntary forum. Bexley cabinet member for community affairs, Councillor Katie Perrior has set up a new forum of members of voluntary groups who represent a variety of minorities, and which she will chair. Mr Anandarajah alleged Bexley’s equality impact assessment was flawed and claimed the council did not understand that the new Single Equality Act did not reduce the importance of race, gender and disability equality, but elevated other potential discriminations to the same level of protection. Citing several legal cases, Mr Anandarajah said BCED was left with three options: to seek a judicial review, ask for an investigation by the Equality and Human Rights Commission, Audit Commission and Local Government Ombudsman, or do both.

15.02.11 - Waltham Forest Race Equality Council, which has provided specialist advice and support on issues such as immigration and discrimination in the borough since 1971, has been told it will no longer receive grants for its work. This represents a £23,000 cut to its income.

Chairman Afzal Malik said, “I'm concerned that what will happen now is that extremist organisations in the borough such as the BNP will come up and intolerance will get worse.” He said his group would be able to “struggle on” but would have to rely on donations and funding from the Equality and Human Rights Commission. The borough's two Citizens Advice Bureaus (CAB) are now receiving council cash for the support services. But Steve Johnson, manager of Walthamstow CAB, said his organisation was not directly taking over services previously provided by other charities. He said: “We are facing difficult times and things are going to get worse. In future it may be that we'll provide less advice to more people rather than in-depth support, and we may have to make some redundancies.”

02.10.10 - Hackney-based Vietnamese community charity An Viet, which received £36,000 and £41,000 from Team Hackney’s grant in 2008 and 2009 respectively, received nothing in 2010. Based on An Viet’s latest financial accounts, the grant represented around a fifth of its total resources. The money was used to fund recreational activities for the elderly.

05.06.10 - Innovative Vision Organisation, of Haringey, is threatened with insolvency after losing £52,000. Suppliers are threatening to bankrupt individual Trustees and former paid Directors.

30.3.11 – Weaver’s Green Adventure playground with an annual budget of £127,000 per year faces closure in September as it has only received its £22,913 funding from Tower Hamlets local authority but lost funding from the National Lottery and Children in Need. Currently its opening hours have been reduced from 7 days to 5 days per week but it will close in September if no more funding can be found
.

28.03.11 - The Croydon Youth Theatre Organisation, which has been going for half a century, is set to lose staff and funding through council cuts and so will not be able to put on any performances.

21.03.11 - Sexual Health on Call has had funding cut by £80,000. This will mean the complete withdrawal of a school based advice and support service for young people in 9 schools, PRUs, and college of FE. The service provided schools based interventions on sexual health, drug use and mental health in Brent. A nurse and drugs worker have had to be made redundant, despite the overwhelming success of the project over 2 years.

16.3.11 A popular youth club which closed more than a year ago in mysterious circumstances is being reopened under new management. 

The Rose Bowl Youth Centre on the Marquess Estate, Canonbury, will open next month and be managed by community arts charity Hoxton Hall.

Islington Council closed the centre in February last year, sparking complaints from dozens of parents who took their children along for activities such as boxing, cooking and the homework club.

Councillor Richard Watts, Islington Council’s executive member for children and young people, said: “The refurbished Rose Bowl is due to reopen in early April. Islington Council and Friends of the Rose Bowl have worked closely with local young people to find out exactly what they wanted to see in their centre, and young people were involved in the decision to select Hoxton Hall as the new providers. Hoxton Hall will offer a new programme of activities in sports, arts and media and have been running taster workshops at the Walter Sickert Community Centre over the last month
.

11.03.11 - Forest YMCA has had cuts of £550,000 to its five Supporting People contracts, which means the closure of the domestic violence service and the end of most support to their service to 122 homeless young people.

02.03.11 - Youngsters who regularly use Bay 66, a skatepark, have hit out at plans to turn it into offices and gardens. But those who use Bay 66 say that it is an important area for them to meet, spend time, and that it is not doing any harm to the surrounding area. One 19 year-old skater, who wanted to be known only as Harry, said: "This is a good place, where people go from all over to skate and ride BMX bikes. People are always looking for stuff to keep kids off the streets and that's exactly what this is. It's a great place for us to go, some kids learn to skate here, and it's just an ideal place to spend spare time. Bay 66 is funded through Westway Development Trust, a charity which runs a number of sport and leisure activities in the area. The skaters and those who use the park are handing a petition to the council to ask for Bay 66 to be preserved. Kensington and Chelsea Council has been consulting on plans for redevelopment of the area for a year with neighbours and businesses.

01.03.11 - Youthreach has had its funding, of £118,000, from Greenwich Council cut by 100%; this will result in the closure of the organisation by July at the latest. Whilst the cut does not represent the entire cost of the organisation, the loss of core costs has seriously jeopardised the ability to lever in funds from elsewhere. All staff have been issued consultation letters which will be followed by redundancy letters by the end of March. Youthreach has been providing a counselling service for young people aged 11-25 for 24 years. 35-45 referrals per month are received with the capacity to offer a service to one third of these young people; such is the demand for counselling. The service addresses issues that affect mental health and well-being and personal and social development, working with young people who are vulnerable, often isolated, at risk from harm/abuse and potentially alienated from their family and peer groups and who often feel excluded from mainstream service provision. The substance use counselling service operates to capacity.

14.02.11 - Bromley LA had proposed axing the Volunteers in Child Protection (ViCP) scheme’s £38,000 annual funding. The initiative has, in the past, been endorsed by children's minister Tim Loughton as an example of Big Society in action within social work. Bromley's programme, run by the charity Community Service Volunteers (CSV), matches volunteers with families and children on protection plans to give practical advice and support. Families in Bromley protested against the move.
11.02.11 – Hammersmith & Fulham LA has cut £1.7m from Sure Start Funding. A public consultation on proposals to save money by splitting the 16 Sure Start centres in the borough into six 'hubs' and 10 'spokes' ended on the 1st of March. 5 of the centres are run by VCS organisations.
 

"Families that have had a volunteer have written to Bromley council to try to get them to reconsider the decision," a CSV spokesperson told Community Care. As a result, the cabinet decided that funding to keep the service running at the same level would be identified.

25.01.11 - Exposure Magazine, based at Muswell Hill Youth Centre, was named the best media venture for young people in the country two years in a row by the Media Trust. The organisation has been heavily praised for its work giving a platform for young people — many of whom are in care, youth offenders, have learning difficulties or come from disadvantaged backgrounds — to express themselves. Its success has led it to be nominated for a prestigious Spirit of London Award held on November 27. 

But Haringey Youth Service has given notice that it can no longer help to fund the charity – meaning a cut of £75,000. This consists of core funding of the management post, another part-time post and a grant of £16,500. One member of staff will be made redundant. Others may be without a job going forward. Should alternative funding/income not be secured for the management post, the charity's future is itself threatened.
 
 

23.01.11 - If Croydon council shuts down youth clubs run at the Timebridge Centre key community facilities in Fieldway will be lost within three years, campaigners have warned. "The youth of today are territorial – Timebridge is their centre and they won't go anywhere else." They say the loss of youth groups will be "devastating" for the community and could lead to more children on the streets and a possible increase in antisocial behaviour. Timebridge “cannot survive much more than two years without that funding.” The Closure of the centre would also mean the loss of facilities for pre-school education, a boxing club, the Sea Cadets and advice services.

18.01.11 - Hounslow Council is planning to scrap all council-funded elements of Hounslow Youth Service, saving an estimated £860,000. That would mean the closure of two youth centres - Southville, in Bedfont, and Focus, in Hounslow, plus the abolition of the borough's only youth counselling service and the loss of the youth council. It would also spell the end for a number of holiday activities, including the Alluminae dance group, which works with more than 200 youngsters a week. The youth service helps more than 5,000 people a year. Lorna Hardy, made an MBE in the New Years Honours for her voluntary work and leader of the charity Hounslow Phab, claims axing 'vital' support workers in the youth sector would 'cripple' voluntary services across the borough. She believes groups like hers would be lost without the expert advice and backing on everything from legal issues to health and safety from a handful of council staff. Father Ken Buckler, of the Church of the Good Shepherd, on the Beavers estate in Hounslow West, fears the proposed cuts will 'demoralise' young people and have 'a negative impact for many years'. "When I first moved to the area there were number of problems with disaffected young people," he said. "This has all changed, in my opinion, largely due to the outstanding work by the current youth worker. I fear we may return to the previous position with young people if the youth worker is removed."

14.01.11 - Furzedown Family Centre has received a letter from the Wandsworth Primary Play Association (the local Early Years Umbrella body) advising it of the LA's communication with them about uncertainty of funding in 2011/12. The grant received from WPPA is currently just over £6,000 per year, about 10% of annual income.

31.12.10 - Croydon Connexions, a service outsourced to the charity CfBT Education Trust, is to lose funding and may close. More than half of the 40 staff in the careers department could lose their jobs.

20.12.10 – Greenwich LA suggests that volunteers run mother and toddler drop in groups.

09.11.10 - Woodside Bereavement Service will lose funding from Croydon council from April 2011. Central Government money is not guaranteed and if lost they will be unable to continue the Childrens Schools Work.

30.10.10 – CYP projects affected by cuts in Lewisham: LAMP (mediation service); Ravensbourne Project - Saturday youth club and day care services for disabled children; Voluntary Action Lewisham; Young People’s Health Project; Mandiani ( individual and group work with BME children and young people).

27.07.10 - West London YMCA, based in Ealing, will lose £12243. Whilst this cut looks very small in terms of the total income for the organisation, it is 17% of the income for one particular project, a front line service for children and young people which provides positive activities and diversion from anti-social behaviour and crime. Many of the children and young people live in areas of deprivation or temporary housing or have other needs. The impact will be a reduction in the service so that there will be fewer sessions from September 2010 onwards.
 

Deaf and Disabled

May 2011: Skill: National Bureau for Students with Disabilities, a campaigning charity for disabled students, is to close. Skill is the only pan disability charity that focuses on promoting equality for disabled people in education, training and employment. (Based in London SE1 4PR)

The National Deaf Children’s Society has found that almost one in five councils in England have cut services for deaf children, some by scrapping posts for specialist teachers and cutting budgets for radio aids. It found that there have been cuts in 28 local authorities. The charity estimates that 75% of deaf children in England do not have a statement of special educational needs (SEN), which would give them a legal entitlement to support. This puts them at a greater risk of losing specialist help

April 2011 – Shape London has lost 31.7% of its Arts Council funding its funding is going from £437,767 in 2010-11 to £407,561 in 2011-12 to £284,900 in 2012-13.

14.4.11- Parents trying to save their unique Saturday ‘family’ club for children with special needs may have a glimmer of hope after taking a petition to the Town Hall and pleading with the Mayor in Tower Hamlets. The Toyhouse charity’s Family Play project set up 10 years ago at Limehouse has just a few weeks to go before its current £32,000 funding runs out
.

08.04.11 - Harrow & Wealdstone Shopmobility, which provides disabled people with manual wheelchairs and mechanical scooters, has lost its grant of £15,330 - a significant proportion of the charity's funding. Helen Dashwood, manager of the charity, said it would be appealing against the decision. "That pays my salary and everyone else is a volunteer," she said.

30.3.11 – LB Camden has decided it will no longer fund disabled children from Camden to go to the Hayward Adventure Playground in Islington

29.03.11 - Amid the current crop of funding cuts being announced by Wandsworth Council, the Wandsworth Access Association (WAA) has been told its annual grant is being cut by 20% to £4,000.  The volunteer-run group advises the council on issues affecting its disabled residents - sitting on education and housing forums and ensuring people with mobility difficulties have adequate provision of ramps and lifts in public places. WAA chairman, Martyn Ellacott, who is stepping down this year, said the funding cut threatened the group’s future, and left it without enough money in reserve to apply for charitable status. “We are the only organisation for the disabled which is recognised by the borough. If we go there will be no one representing those with disabilities. Mr Ellacott stressed the organisation cost the full £5,000 to run each year while the council asserted that, “In recent years the group has consistently failed to utilise its whole grant” WAA has been recommended to apply for to the new Wandsworth Big Society Fund and the Wandsworth Discretionary Fund, which are making £370,000 available to local groups who perform important community work in the borough.

09.03.11 - Lambeth Mencap has been providing a leisure project for adults with learning disabilities for over 20 years. Lambeth Council have 'decommissioned' the contract for £89,000 and the service will now have to close. Service users and carers expressed their devastation at the Lambeth Learning Disability Partnership Board in February. The service provides a vital lifeline for people with learning disabilities and their families, who will now lose a wide variety of social activities and support for health and well-being. Three experienced and skilled staff will be made redundant. Lambeth will lose a vital, preventative service.

18.02.11 - The Westminster Society for people with learning disabilities will have its funding cut by £2,100,000. Westminster City Council has implemented 25% cuts across all Adult Services providers in the borough, and Childrens Services are facing a similar cut in funding. This is having a huge impact on the Westminster Society with peoples’ support hours being modified, re-organisation and re-modelling of services and large changes to staff pay and conditions. Every person it supports and employs is affected.

08.02.11 - People First Lambeth is a charity that supports people with learning difficulties to stand up for themselves and take control of their lives. They have lost 90% of their funding meaning they have to close down. A petition has been set up to save PFL and it warns that clients will basically become prisoners in their own home, with fear of mockery on the streets and no access to training, to advocacy or, most importantly to them, no social life. Cllr Jim Dickson, Cabinet Member for Health said: “We will of course be working with PFL to make sure their clients are directed to other sources of support. PFL contracts with the council were worth approximately £118,000 a year, and unfortunately, PFL have not developed any alternative income streams. The Council is very conscious that not renewing their contract will put this organisation in difficulty and, in recognition of this, the Council has suggested that PFL apply to a special fund that we have set up to support voluntary sector organisations in Lambeth that are in this position. ACS has agreed that they will match fund what PFL are awarded from the transitions fund, in recognition of its unique and difficult position at this time.”
 
 

25.01.11 – The Friend in Need Community Centre, which provides services for older people, disabled people and their carers, will lose £27,175.

25.01.11 – The Friend in Need Community Centre, which provides services for older people, disabled people and their carers, will lose £27,175.

18.01.11 – Hill-Wood, GreatCroft, Henderson Court and Millman Street Resource Centres, in Camden, will all close unless they can find an alternative to the LA funding which has been cut. The Millman Street centre is run by the Holborn Community Association, while Age Concern runs the other three. Age Concern is also having council funding pulled from a project that befriends lonely pensioners and a scheme that enables mainly housebound OAPs to do their shopping online.

Employment & Skills

March 2010 - New research commissioned by London Councils suggests that worklessness costs the capital more than £5 billion a year with 1.5 million people out of work in London - around 30 per cent of the working age population.
The figure of £5.1 billion is made up of a combination of welfare benefit expenditure on workless individuals and their families (including rent support and help with their council tax), and the expenditure on programmes aimed at getting workless people ready for work by developing their work skills.

The research, 'A Worklessness Costs Audit for London', also concluded that national employment programmes are under-performing in London and that boroughs are in a better position to deliver tailored employment services to meet the needs of people living in their communities

31.3.11 A Bow educational charity has hit out at the Arts Council’s “astounding” decision to remove its grant. 

Four Corners, which offers subsidised access to cutting-edge filmmaking and photographic equipment for people from disadvantaged backgrounds, found out yesterday its application for £240,000 over three years had been refused. The loss of funding could make it harder for artists in London to access professional support and facilities, especially the latest digital technologies. Four Corners, based on Roman Road, supports more than 500 people each year through training and projects

25.01.11 - Elephant Jobs lost of £20,000 in Working Neighbourhood Funding from the local authority in September 2010.

22.07.10 - City Gateway is to lose £102,900. The cut threatens its continuation of Entry Level ESOL provision beyond September, meaning it urgently needs to find replacement funding streams to sustain this vital provision over the next few years. There is a seriously high demand for ESOL as the lack of spoken and written English represents one of the most crucial barriers to employment and vocational training and the area of Tower Hamlets has a disproportionately unemployment rate with 42.3% of working-age women economically inactive (NOMIS 2009) compared to the London average of 31.7%. Funding is essential because ESOL courses are heavily oversubscribed in Tower Hamlets, as shown by growing waiting lists. Indeed, new figures from the report ESOL: The New Approach show that 44% of households in the borough have English as a second language and that there are still approximately 23,618 borough residents each year who need entry level ESOL– yet there are just under 4000 places available per year on ESOL courses (on which 85% of service-users are female).

22.07.10 - Croydon Resource Centre has lost £28,000.

Environment

18.02.11 – Bankside Open Spaces Trust joined forces with Walworth Garden Farm, Surrey Docks Farm, London Wildlife Trust, Trust for Urban Ecology and the Pumphouse Educational Museum to take part in a delegation to Southwark LA’s cabinet to urge councillors to seek alternatives to the 78% cut to environmental projects set out in the draft budget. Subsequently, the cabinet has decided that it will commission extra services from the affected environmental organisations so that the cumulative effect of the cut is a reduction of no more than 28% of the current budget. A statement from the BOST trustees said; "We do not as yet have an agreement as to how this will work, which of the projects will be supported, and what will be commissioned from them, which leaves us still uncertain of our future. Many residents remember the state of our precious local parks through the last recession, and the transformation wrought in the last twelve years through BOST and its partners. We are keen to protect both the physical state of these places and the sense of connection created by all the people who have helped contribute to their design and maintenance over these years."

10.02.11 - Walworth Garden Farm has had its funding cut by £62,000. This means the finish of the Training and Employment project which had got 25 people qualifications to get them work ready and 12+ people into work. £40,000 of match funding will also be lost.

Health & Social Care

27.4.11 As youth unemployment reaches record levels, funding cuts to youth advice and counselling services mean that thousands of the most vulnerable young people, including those with mental health problems, will not be able to get the help they need this year. Youth Access, the youth advice and counselling charity, estimates that at least 45,000 young people experiencing acute recession-related problems, such as debt, mental ill health and homelessness, will be left without access to the specialist support they need to turn their lives around. Youth advice and counselling agencies currently help over a million young people a year, but 42% of agencies are at risk of closure this year, with 7% already certain to close as a result of funding cuts. A majority of the specialist youth advice services, youth counselling services, drug and alcohol services and sexual health services delivered by these agencies will be forced either to cease operating this year or to continue at a reduced level.“Although agencies are doing everything they can to maintain front-line services, 85% do not expect to meet demand over the next 12 months. Those services left standing will be unable to withstand further rounds of cuts over the next year or two.”These cuts come at a time when demand for youth advice and counselling services has never been higher. Youth Access reports a particular rise in mental health issues amongst 16-25 year old young adults
.

The youth access report
 contains an appendix (1) that reports differences between VCS (75% of their membership) and statutory sector agencies.

12.03.11 - The Mental Health Support Service at Community Links has been cut by 15%, or £75,000. 2 front line workers and 0.5 of a management post have been lost and consequently 30 fewer adults with moderate to severe mental health problems can be assisted.

11.02.11 - Sotheby Mews Day Centre will shut as part of cost savings across the borough. Islington council has withdrawn the £160,000 grant it pays Age Concern Islington to run Sotheby Mews, as part of a wide-ranging package of savings that amounts to 16 per cent of its overall budget of £320m. Labour councillor Janet Burgess, executive member for health and adult social care, revealed that she was in talks with organisations other than Age Concern Islington to keep some services running at Sotheby Mews. The council will continue to waive rent and will provide a much-reduced grant of £30,000, she said, adding: “We’re committed to doing the best we possibly can for people using Sotheby Mews.”

08.02.11 – Lewisham, Greenwich and Southwark Samaritans is to lose £6000 of funding from Greenwich LA. The figure represents about 20% of funding for the branch. There is an opportunity to make a case for some funding to be retained but confidence is not high.

01.02.11 - Sutton Mental Health Foundation has had its grant from the local PCT cut by £40,000, from £115,000 to £75,000, but is expected to provide the same level of service to its members. It is feared that some part of its vital work will have to cease. Assurances have been made that funding from the LA will be provided for one more year but if that is then also cut then SMHF is faced with closure or major cutback in services.

11.11.10 - Crossroads Care, in Richmond, provides respite for carers and will see a total of £7,284, 9.2% of its budget, withdrawn from its council and health service grants from April next year. Chief executive Eleanor Willett said she understood the authority needed to save money but the cuts will lead to people on its waiting list not getting the help they desperately need. She said: “We have 145 carers on our waiting list desperate for support, and 75 of them are over the age of 60. I can only see that waiting list getting bigger.” She said the charity will now struggle to fund two clubs for children with special needs and a cafe for dementia patients. The Richmond Gateway Club, in Linden Road, Hampton, provides a leisure and social club for people with learning disabilities and will see its budget slashed by 12%. Chairman Richard Jeffries said the charity may need to cut the number of trips members take to London, reduce the amount it spends on transporting people to and from the club or increase its membership fees.

04.06.10 - ALD Life, based in Southwark, are to have FJF cut. Not only does this have a huge impact on charities using the scheme to train and employ new staff economically, it also has a huge impact on young people seeking training and employment. It is unaware of any initiatives to replace the Future Jobs Fund and, being a small charity, does not have the resources to investigate. A couple of apprentices could have provided those resources, thus improving services and fundraising capabilities. It is a vicious circle that ALD probably won't get out of.

02.11.10 - Norwood, based in The Broadway, Harrow, has supported adults and children with learning disabilities for 215 years and gets around 75 per cent of its money from local£3m. A consultation on how to reduce its £32m budget, which includes £20m from councils, is focusing on services for adults.
 councils. But the coalition Government's public spending cuts have left councils with less money to give out and the charity is now being forced to reduce its own spending.
Homelessness

12.04.11 - Annys Darkwa, who set up St Helier-based Vision Housing in 2007 said cuts to crisis loans for vulnerable ex-prisoners by will put her social enterprise out of business. The Middleton Road organisation, which is heavily dependent on charitable donations, finds homes in Merton for homeless ex-offenders – who must claim the loan from the job centre immediately to pay the rent. But she said staff were beginning to refuse the loans after changes made by the Department of Work and Pensions (DWP) on Monday, April 4. Ms Darkwa said: “I attended Mr Cameron’s 'Big Society re-launch, and he said we were exactly the type of organisation that should be growing, not facing closure. “These people do not have any alternatives – other than committing crime or loan sharks. It is vital we house people as soon as they get out of prison, otherwise they will go back to what they know.” She claimed Vision Housing has saved the taxpayer millions of pounds after housing 383 ex-offenders since 2007. 15-20% of those newly released go back to prison, compared to the national average, which varies between 50-75%.

11.4.11 The largest temporary homeless shelter in London is to close at Easter as the winter season ends. 

Chelsea Methodist Church in Kings Road, Chelsea, currently runs a pastoral centre and homeless shelter for 35 men and women.

But due to a lack of funding, it is impossible for the centre to stay open all year-round, so those who rely on its services will be left with nowhere to go. The Centre relies completely on funding from West London Churches - a charity which collects money from donations and from churches across the area - and from other donations and volunteers. West London Churches cannot now afford to keep the open all year. One of the main concerns for the charity is that the permanent shelters are full throughout the year, leaving a very limited amount of shelter for the homeless in Kensington and Chelsea.

"We are getting around 80 people a day coming to the centre for food and to use the amenities - attendance has gone up by 100% in two years."

The shelter is appealing for donations, which are needed all year round to keep the pastoral care going.

In total it costs about £210,000 to keep the shelter running over the winter (November to April) each year and to provide ongoing care
.

In the long term, the lack of money and time for staff training will impact on the quality of service as well.

Volunteering / Community Development / Big Society

13.4.11 A CHARITY which provides a lifeline to victims of domestic violence has launched a desperate appeal for funds to save it from closure after a council pulled its funding. Set up in 2003 by former Home Office prison outreach worker Stuart Cameron, the TRYangle Project helps more than 150 families a year from Greenwich, Lewisham and Bexley, from its base in Burrage Road, Plumstead. 

But it could close within weeks after having its funding withdrawn by Lewisham council. 

In response to Government spending cuts, Lewisham council has to save £33million during this financial year. 

The TRYangle Project’s annual running costs are around £110,000, with only three of its 21 staff being paid. 

The other 18 - including 14 trained therapists - are all volunteers. 

Police, the courts and social services all refer people to the charity, which runs free counselling sessions and support groups. Often staff can keep children out of care.

07.04.11 - After an intense local campaign to save the Selby Centre in north London, Haringey Council has reinstated the Selby Trust “circular grant” after completion of a thorough audit. The Selby Trust, a social enterprise and charity, runs the Selby Centre. The council had threatened to remove its £163,000 annual grant, which the Selby Trust depends on to pay its rent, because of public spending cuts. The grant will cover the current financial year to 2013 but like many other voluntary and community groups the Selby Trust will have to make further expenditure savings to achieve financial balance and to secure its future. The Selby Centre, which provides facilities for more than 100 social enterprises as well community development services was described by equalities minister Lynne Featherstone (Lib Dem) as “an amazing model” of Big Society in action after a recent visit. Sona Mahtani, chief executive of the Selby Trust, said: “We welcome the decision made by the council to continue supporting the Selby Centre but we will continue to seek a longer lease and explore the options of how to achieve progress in the partnership with the Council. Much can and remains to be done to transform Haringey from its current position as one of London’s poorest boroughs.”

25.03.11 - Nearly twenty residents have signed up as volunteers to keep West Barnes Library open on Mondays after Merton Council announced a reduction in its opening days to save costs. A meeting will be held at Donald Hope library to recruit potential volunteers, with dozens of people already registering their interest in joining.

28.02.11 - A campaign has begun to keep Ladywell Arena, which has a track and gym, open for public use. Last month, Lewisham Council called for sports and community groups to step forward and run Ladywell Arena and its facilities for 10 years. Now regular users have banded together to make sure private sports groups do not take it over.

24.02.11 - Volunteers are set to take over Baron's Court Library. There will be reduced access to the borough archives, saving £70,000, although the council hopes to work with volunteers to maintain the service.

21.02.11 - After an extensive consultation period, a committee in Wandsworth Council has proposed a plan for York Gardens Library. Firstly, opening hours will be reduced from 44 to 30 hours a week, community space will be leased out to a private Christian college, the IT training centre will be relocated to another library and the majority of adult books completely removed from the site. Five library staff will be fired, or “deleted,” to use the council’s terminology. A children’s homework club will be set up, run for free by local residents, two or three evenings a week.

This is an alternative to closing York Gardens and is predicted to save the borough more than £155,000 by 2012. There are eleven libraries in Wandsworth and the one chosen for treatment is in the most deprived ward in town. Residents here earn almost half the income of those in the wealthiest ward and are the most disadvantaged in terms of health, economy, crime and education indicators. This bespoke library caters for six times as many Black African and Caribbean people than the one up the road, more disabled people than any other library in the borough and teenagers who are much less likely to have a computer at home. As 44-year-old library user Samuel West asks, “If we are going to ask the community to run a library with volunteers, why not choose the most prosperous area where parents are more likely to have time on their hands?” There will still be a small number of trained professional library staff, but also a significant bank of volunteers and there have been offers of help and support from a local private school foundation that wants to contribute more to its surrounding neighbourhoods. The council is beginning to put out the remaining library services for market testing. It is a developing market but it is believed that the private sector, amongst others, could soon emerge to become an alternative to monopolistic state provision. If alternative providers come forward with something more innovative or cost effective then they will deliver library services on behalf of the Council.
 

15.02.11 - Fulham Football Club Foundation will lose £143,406 of match funding from v. The Community Champions volunteer project will be deeply affected. Over 300 volunteers have been successfully engaged into sports volunteering over the past 3 year's with v's help, and many of these have been signposted to the 2012 gamesmaker roles to assist with London's legacy. Attempts to secure other match funding, have been rejected by many small funders who are too over subscribed and do not have the capacity. Without finding a match funder, 2.25 staff members and the capacity to formally engage with volunteers will be lost.

13.02.11 - Blackfriars Settlement is a 124-year-old local charity that provides a range of services for young people, older people and people with mental health problems. Director Julie Corbett-Bird told Southwark's 9-member Labour cabinet; 

"We have budgeted for cuts. It is the extent and breadth of the cuts that potentially creates a problem for our organisation. The fact that we are multi-purpose – that we receive grants from a range of different departments – clearly has a cumulative impact for the organisation which means that it is not just the staff in particular projects that are affected. I have been asked by my trustees to send a note out to all staff – including myself – advising them of the potential risk of reduction of hours or loss of post. It could have a very dramatic effect on us. In reference to the Government's Big Society, we have 100 volunteers working with us," she said. "We have a free legal service that's delivered by a law firm and students from the Inns of Court School of Law. We have a lot of volunteers; we could have more if only I had someone who could support them. It is the nature of the history of our organisation that we use volunteers effectively. We have not been blind to what has been going on and what is happening here. We had an external review carried out last year to identify potential efficiencies.“

She called on the council – and its NHS partners – to engage in more dialogue with community organisations as it prepares to make cuts at the same time as the health service is reorganised. She concluded by issuing a warning to councillors about the possible consequences of a lack of clarity about the future funding of services: "The fact that you could lose a lot of expertise in that intervening period is something that I think the council really does have to take on board," she said. Blackfriars Settlement has lost £163,000 of funding from v. It has had over 250 young people engage in the relevant project over three years. Currently there are 100 young people placed in a variety of opportunities.  At the end of March two members of staff, one from Blackfriars Settlement and one from its partners on this project will be made redundant. There will no longer be capacity to support this type of volunteering, the training and progression pathways that have been developed as result of this funding.
 

31.01.11 - The London Communities Policing Partnership will have 100% of its financial support, or £96,000, withdrawn from 1st April. Through careful management of existing funds it will be able to limp on till around July but will then go out of existence. Its funder, the Metropolitan Police Authority is about to breach all three of Eric Pickles' tests of reasonableness in one go: the cut will be 100% (disproportionate); there has been no discussion of how services need to change (should have been discussions at a very early stage); confirmation of the cut will not be given until one day before it comes into force (three months notice is required). The LCPP is the umbrella body for the (volunteer) Community Police Engagement Groups in the 32 London Boroughs who will therefore lose the only infrastructure support they had which was not controlled by the funder. They will also be losing about 50% of their funding over the next 2 or 3 years.

28.01.11 - Volunteer Centre Sutton is making 8 staff redundant due to a cut of £621,000 in funding from v. Youth volunteering specialists will be lost from 5 London borough volunteer centres.

24.01.11 - Environmental regeneration charity Groundwork London has been commissioned to run Wandsworth borough’s volunteer support services. will place a large number of volunteers in a wide range of projects across the borough over the next three years with council funding. They will invest £380,000 to encourage more people to take up volunteering opportunities in projects that will benefit the community.

20.01.11 – Hounslow LA has asked voluntary groups to take over four community centres: Feltham Assembly Hall, Heston Village Hall, Isleworth Public Hall and Montague Hall. They may all close if the VCS does not step in. Offers are expected to protect existing use and to receive support from the LA. However, the LA also expects resourcing for the halls to drop by £288,000 per year.

13.01.11 – reduced funding to Park Friends in Bromley.

16.12.10 – Croydon LA is considering asking volunteers to run six libraries which are to be closed. The libraries are currently resourced by £700,000 and 26 staff. Some VCS groups have expressed their interest to the council.

20.12.10 – Greenwich council suggests that libraries could be run by a trust.

22.10.10 - The future of the Cyber Link project on the Beaumont Estate, Waltham Forest, is uncertain as Better Neighbourhoods Initiative (BNI) funding is to be stopped in March. The project, which currently employs three staff, provides support, advice and training for residents and community groups, while also working with young people involved in gangs and crime. Residents say the project has vastly improved the estate, which is one of the most deprived in the borough and has a history of high crime. 

Resident Pat Brace said: “[Cyber link] is part of the process of bringing the estate back from the living dead. We don't want to go back to how it was before and we don't want the good work reversed. It has encouraged people to care about their community, which younger people didn't do before.

09.10.10 - Together in Waddon may close after Croydon LA cuts £60,000 of funding.

Women

April 2011 - The Poppy project, a widely-acclaimed specialist project developed over eight years to support women who are victims of sex trafficking run by Eaves, is now facing a huge funding shortfall after losing its contract (worth £6million over three years) to deliver this support, to a tender by the Salvation Army
. It seems likely that this is the result of the Salvation Army submitting a much less costly bid, as reports suggest that the new contract will result in 60% cut in funding for each person supported. However, the Ministry of Justice has claimed that the new Salvation Army contract will be sub-contracted to other organisation and will therefore be able to provide services over a wider geographical area.

03.06.10 - Aylesbury Everywoman's Centre will lose £38000 of funding from Southwark council.
